WANT LORD HARDINGE TERM AS
VICEROY TO BE EXTENDED.

LONDON, To-day.
Through Reuter’s Ottawa Agency, a
special despatch from Simla, India,
says an impressive scene was enacted
at the Council Chamber yesterday up-
on the presentdtion of a portrait of
Lord Hardinge, Viceroy, given by
Mahraja Kasimbazar. Pandit Madan
Mohan Malaviya presenting the por-
trait on behalf of the Mahraja paid an
eloquent tribute to Lord Hardinge's
Vice-royalty, urging a further exten-
sion of His Excellency’s term of of-
fice until the end of the war, and ap-
plauding the Government’s policy
during his tenure of office. The In-
dians of Simla also entertained Lord
Hardinge, Raja Sir Harnam Singh al-
luded to the Viceroy's keen desire to
have the soldiers of India fight, side
by side, with British soldiers in Eu-
rope. Lord Hardinge, he added, had
given Indians aspirations, weight and
dignity which they had never before
attained. His name would be record-
ed in national history as one who had
assisted towards the attainment by the
people of India of their rights as citi-
zens abroad and full constitutional de-
velopment in their citizenship in In-
dia. Lord Hardinge, in the course of
his reply, said his earnest desire had
always been, to contribute to the ma-
terial welfare and development of his
fellow Indian subjects, and he had en-
deavoured, he said, by thoughtful con-
sideration of their needs and aspira-
tions to draw them closer to the Gov-
.~.ernment. The term of office of Lord
Hardinge as Governor General of In-
dia will expire on November 23rd this
year.
