Ordinarily the newspaper 
takes civilization for granted, even If 
sometimes-wondering how long it will 
last. But the article In the Herald 
Implies doubt of editorial Infallibility. 
If we cannot tell what civilization is, 
how can we understandings discuss 
politics, the high cost ot living and 
the golf championship? But the rest 
of the editorial writers of the me­
tropolis give no evidence that like the 
man on the Herald their faith in first 
principles has been Impaired. They 
still take civilization for granted and 
that being so, the debate on topics ot 
Interest may be expected to go on 
without the confusion that would 
arise were we forced to guess about 
first principles.

There is little disposition In evi­
dence to discuss editorially the strike 
that retired the editorial, but the New 
.York Times, in a dispassionate con 
sidération of the trouble, points out 
that It was not a fight against organ­
ised la^p& adding that “labor never 
shewed itggjf -more disorganised than 
iii the headlong and futile act of the 
New York pressmen.” It is in the 
Times, also, that the return ot the ed­
itorial Is given editorial notice. After 
mentioning the "opportunity for 
amiable feeling over the sacrifice of. 
the edltor&i page.” the limes goes on 
to show -that "the very need of pre­
serving the independence of the ed­
itorial page compelled its temporary 
elimination.” As ’ the Tfeies says fur­
ther, fancy a reader finding a World 
editorial under a Tribune head- Or 
shall we say ;& Hearst editorial under 
the title ot The New York Times?

The editorial came back at the first 
opportunity. It has again entered 
into its own. Its return is to he wel­
comed. Editorial opinion as expressed 
in New York sometimes signally fails 
to reflect opinions held in those vet- 
ions which some New Yorkers think 
of as the provinces, even If the word 
is not used. But thp opinions ot the 
New York newspapers are followed 
with Interest and sometimes with 
profit the country over. Their perman­
ent absence would he cause tor wide­
spread regret. Therefore Is It proper
