Mr. Dawson pointed out that the
present freight rafes from certain
portions of the prairie provinces to
the Pacific Coast are equal to the
rates to the head of the Great Lakes.
At the same time navigation on the
Great Lakes is closed from about De-
cember 1 tQ April 1, or four months,
whereas the Pacifie Coast ports are
open the year round. This cause a
rush perinyd in the movement of grain,
and to meet this the railway compan-
jes have to maintain a large equip-
ment whieh is more or less idle dur-
ing the remdinder of the year,

To meet the conditions which are
bound to come, Mr. Dawson declares,
the Pacific Coast ports are preparing
to improve their harhor facilities, and
to seek the erection of elevators- and
other equipment necessary - for the
quick despatch of grain.
