At the Rotary Lundmn 0‘ Mmﬂ-
day, the following address was deliv~
ered by Miss Ella Morris, Librarian
at the House of Assembly:—

Mr, Chairman and Rotarians:

You, who have the encouragement
of the Tourist traffice so much at
heart, will appreciate my embarrass-
ment when I any sometimes asked by
visitors, “Have you a Public Library?”
And when I answer “No, our Public
Library was destroyed in the Great
Fire,” they again ask, “When did the
fire occur? 1 very reluctantly an-
swer, “1892. This, indeed, is a re-
flection on our community. We should
have a Public Library, and the num-
ber of its volumes should at least be
equal to the population of the city.

I shall endeavour to cite for you
some historical facts in connection
with Libraries and Literary Clubs or-
ganized in St. John's in the years
gone by: In 1810 there  existed :a
Library—probably earlier; at leastin
1809, In the years 1§11 and 1812 the
annual meetings of this Library were
held in the Court House. The popu-
lation of St. John’s at this time was
twelve thousand. In the ycar 1820
_Simon Solomon, proprietor of the
Free Mason’s Tavern had placed
therein, boxes where newspapers wers
kept for the perusal of his customers;
and an apartment in his house was
taken over for a public reading room.
Recordsg of 1822 disclose a L'\bmry
meeting presided over by Dr, Carson.
At this meeting, Chief Justice Hon.
Francis Forbes was re-elected Presi-:

John’s, The first scientific lecture
ever heard in the city was delivered
by Mr. J. B. Juke—his subject being
“Geology.” Mr. Juke wag afterwards

thor of “Excursions in Newfound-
{ land” and “Geology of Newfound-
| land.” The secretary of the commit-
, tee on this occasion was Mr. Richard
i Barnes, who is recorded as having, in
{1843, introduced the “Education Bill”
into the House of Assembly. He was

: also the founder of the “Native So-
| ciety.”
I Iz January, 1846, the incorporated
! Society of Mechanics, founded a Lib-
rary and Reading Room. Bishop
| Fieming presented the committee with
200 books. He, when a Priest, had
been treasurer of the Society. Unfor-
tunately, this splendid Library was
burned in the great fire of 1846. Few
amongst us, to-day, bave had the in-
tellectual treat afforded by the read-
ing the Jeiter written by Bishop Flem.-
ing to Mr. Thomas Maher, President
of the Mechanic’'s Society, on the oe-
casion of the presentation of the first
volumes of the library. The letier. is,
indeed, a classic, and I would like to
present it for-the perusal and bene-
fit of the present generation. (The
document was read),

ganized, and held its first meeting.
Mr. Kenneth McLea presided, and the
orom was crowded.

The “Mechanic’s Institute” must not
be confused with. the Incorporated
Mechanic’s Society which was found-
ed in 1827, and which, two years

In the year 1862, the Annual Meet-
ing of the St. John’s Athenaeum took
place, and with it .were now amalga-
mated the St. .John’s Library and
Reading room, the Young Men's Lit-
erary and Scientific Club, and the
Mechanic’s Institute. The secretary
was Mr. D. W.. Prowse. The founda-
tion stome of the Athenaeum Building
was laid in 1875. On this occasion, in
the absence of the President; Hon. C. |
F. Bennett, Hon, Ambrose Shea op-
ened the proceedings, and requested
Sir Hugh Hoyles to lay the stone.
The Hon. Mr. Shea traced the history
of the work, and the result of the
praiseworthy ‘ efforts of those lectur-
ers who had devoted their talents to
the public, and created a taste for
literature which-the building now
being erected would foster and de- |
velop. It would also be an ornament |
ito the city. Sir Hugh Hoyles con-
gratulated those who had laboured |
for the success of the undertaking, :
and dwelt on the many advantages
the community would derive from the :
Institution. Whilst many had given
their aid, notably the Hon. Mr. Ben-
nett, Sir Hugh felt that there was one
who was deserving of special con-
gratulation and thanks. He referred
to the Rev. Moses Harvey, whose in-
defatigable labours both in lecturlng’
and writing in regard to the Athe-:
naeum, as well as by his wide diffusion
of information outside the Colony,
had done much to refute the pro-
paganda of ignorance and prejudice
which had so long prevailed with re-
gard to the resources, climate, and
characteristics of Newfoundland and
its inhabitants. He it was who had
given the biggest service to the coun-
Messrs. Southcott, and the first
Messrs. Southcotte, and the first
meeting was held in 1879. The Read-
ing room, Concert Hall, and Library
were all steam heated, but had open
fire places as well. The first lecture
given in the new building was delivered
by His Lordship Bishop Jones. His
subject was “A Visit to the Holy
Land.” The Hall was crowded. The
Lecture Hall had a seating capacity
of one thousand. In 1883 the Rev. Dr.
Harvey acquainted the committee that
his literary work prevented him from
taking an active part in the work of
the Athenaeum, and declined re-
election. In retiring, he said: “I have
been so long connected with the
Athenaeum that I have now fairly
earned the privilege of retiring in
favour of younger and abler mem-
bers. I need not add that I shall feel
deep interest in the prosperity of the
Athenaeum.” In the great fire of 1892,
the Atpenaeum perished. The late Mr.
Wm, Frew considered it the greatest
loss that the town had suffered
through the fire. The committee ob-
tained temporary rooms im the Sea-'
man’s Home, and on March 18th re-|
mobed to Tobin’s Building on the
Beach. They were thera when the
Bank Crash occurred in December,

The report for the year
says: “Many places have been visited,
with no success In procuring rooms.
An effort was made to procure land
on Duckworth Street, but without
success. Had this plan succeeded, we
might have a Library at present, as!

In the spring of
1896 the Athenaeum Club moved into
the Evening Telegram building; there’
they had the whole of the top flat and
the rooms were bright and pleasant.
However, things did not prosper, and
from 1896 to 98, it was kept going
with difficulty, and it was later closed.
After the fire, the books had been
donated by Publishing Houses and
friends, and for this reason the Gov- ]
ernment of-the day decided to take
them over and add them to the Leg-
islative Library, which was done on1
April 30, 1898.

M. W. Furlong opened the course with
a lecture on the “Tast Leaf” Canon
Brown, another tctnur, delivered a
fine address on “Soggarth Aroon.”

Sir John
Hershel said, “If I were to pray for a
taste which should stand me in stead
under every variety of circumstances,
and be a source of happiness and
cheerfulness to me through life, and
shield me againét its 1ills, however
things might go amiss, and the world
frown upon me, it would be a taste
for reading.” Carlyle asked, “Why not
his Majesty’s Library in each town,
as well as his Majesty’s Prison?”
“The Library is the workingman's
University.”
