ARTS’ Exhibition.—The grand open­
ing of this exhibition will take place this 
evening. A large number of pictures, 
some of them very fine specimens of art 
have been collected, and the whole, when 
properly arranged will make a most im­
posing array. As previously announced 
the Band will be in attendance. The 
admission fee is only ten cents, so that 
none can plead the high charge as an 
excuse for absence.

The Conduct of onr Youth at Public 
Entertainments.

To the Editor of the Mercury.
Dear Sir—In my communication in 

your issue of to-day I asked the privilege 
of writing a few words as to Guelph “ au- 
jinces” in general and the “ gods" in par­
ticular, and beg to forward these lines on 
the subject, requesting their appearance 
to-morrow. The evil to which I intend 
referring is one of old standing in our 
community, and while it has invariably 
been denounced (privately and publicly, 
verbally and in print,) in no measured 
terms, so far from abating, the malady 
has now become so rampant that a com­
bined and energetic effort will be neces­
sary to crush it.

1 have been an attendant at public 
amusements in nearly every place of any 
size in Canada, and in very many of the 
cities and large towns in at least ten of 
the adjoining States, and yet for intense 
vulgarity, impudence personified, and un­
blushing vagabondism, the palm is fairly 
won by, and undoubtedly the right of, 
our Guelph juvenile ruffians. They are as 
legion in number, and although perhaps 
weak in point of actual physical force, yet 
are they the strongest among the strong 
where the lungs are brought into play, 
the concentrated essence of pure, unadul­
terated “ cheek,” where that virtue would 
be of any effect, and a walking mass of 
prevarication and rascality whenever they 
can indulge in that species of delights in 
which those peculiar qualities are invalu­
able. But it may be said, where are your 
proofs ?—specify your chargee, and do not 
abuse your town’s b’hoys without giving 
particulars. True, O king ! but had you 
been in the Town Hall on Saturday, you 
would, to speak Hibemically, have had 
your questions answered before they had 
been asked, and—as to my cost I know— 
that night was only a mild specimen of 
the conduct of our youths on general oc­
casions. Strangers perusing these lines 
and having yet to taste the bliss of being 
an attendant at any of our public enter­
tainments, may say, with great apparent 
force, that in a town of 6000 inhabitants 
(well known for their general gentleman­
ly behaviour, but with divers exceptions, 
however,) a magnificent hall befitting its 
size and importance, a Police Magistrate, 
and the necessary satelites—not omitting 
so sharp and good a chief constable as 
our own-concert, theatre, and other 
similar sights would be held in a room 
or rooms adapted for the purpose, that 
the audiences would be highly respect­
able, their conduct irreproachable and the 
enjoyment complete. The picture is, as 
a whole, true ; but alack a cay, there are 
two terrific drawbacks—the Hall and the 

young ’uns"—and which is the greater 
abomination it is difficult to say. Fancy 
a stranger's “ pheelinks” as, after passing 
our handsome stores, approaching our 
very handsome Market House, and going 
upstairs prepared to meet a fitting climax 
in a spacious and elegant room, he is sud­
denly admitted into our Town Hall ! Oh, 
ye gods ! what can he see ? A crowded 
mass of humanity in front and centre, 
every available space, including window 
sills and chimney pieces, occupied by bi­
peds standing, sitting and poking their 
legs where they can get a chance ; and 
the background, what ? An organ—that 
kmg of instruments—enveloped in the 
physiogs of our young “ hoi polloi.” Well 
might I say, slightly altering Tennyson, 
“ Roughs to the right of me, vagabonds 
to the left of me, and incipient black­
guards in the front of me.” With those 
high seats piled up on each side of it, the 
organ looks like a fine picture in a vil­
lainous frame. The stranger groans, but 
sits down prepared to make the best of a 
bad job ; but before his nerves are quieted 
a collectiop of howls, diabolical screeches, 
and outrageous noises are commenced, 
and until the commencement of the per­
formance, at least, continued in -a style 
worthy of all praise. It is no good for 
our benighted friend to look round for 
constables or any other protection to his 
suffering ears, for they are not to be found 
—and he must suffer quietly or leave the 
ream. Guelph, with Vs Mayor and Cor­
poration, enterprise and prosperity, has 
not yet teen able to afford a decent room 
in which her citizens can attend any festi­
val without being jammed like herrings 
in a berrel, and though charg'ng enough 
for an infinitely better article, it-will not 
even afford protection to those who res ; 
lutely force their way in. Boys can and 
do climb the verandah and make surrey 
titious entries into the place. Others 
again get paid for their “ ] -sting up” or 
“ distributing” labors by free tickets, and 
those who are denit d these avenues, get 
in by prevarication, subterfuge and other 
youthful exploits. The resu’t is the nau­
seous dose near the organ, and our Coun­
cil not content with the disgrace of hav­
ing such a “ Hall" for so fine a town, al­
low that mise, ble rc ma to sink into still 
further contempt, and our concert goeis, 
etc., disgusted whenever they attend, by 
noises which would liàve driven every 
adult from the Tower of Babel

At Tea Meetings and such perform­
ances, you may at least have comparative 
peace, but that arises not from our “ City 
Fathers” taking any interest in the mat­
ter, but from the fact that the “ fry” can 
not stand the talk to which they would 
be subject, nor could they find out the 
1 >int of the jokes (?), wit (?), and pleasan­
tries (?) at such places to be found. There* n 
the b'lioys show their sense, and are en* 
titled to some credit. Hoping vou will 
use yoilr very utmost endeavors to have 
these abuses at once corrected, for I know 
you must "frequently have been a sufferer

Town Council,
The Council met on Monday night. 

Present, the Mayor in the chair, Qr. 
Herod, Messrs. Holliday, Peterson, Heffer- 
nan, Galbraith, Bayers, Chadwick, Mc- 
CuiTy, Mays, Maseie, Melvin and Mitchell. 
The minutes of former meeting were 
read and confirmed.

The Clerk read a communication from 
the Fire Company, containing a resolu­
tion passed by them at a late meeting, 
showing the insufficiency of their equip­
ments, and setting forth that unless they 
be provided with an effective engine, and 
suitable hose it will be impossible to 
keep the Company much longer together, 
but if these necessaries be supplied there 
are plenty of men willing to work in case 
of fires.

The Mayor read a petition from John 
Thoe. Cunningham relative to the title to 
the half acre of land purchased from him 
for gravel. The Town Solicitors had 
returned the money put into their hands 
to purchase it, with verbal information 
that the title was not good. But the 
petition set forth that on this plut of land 
there had never been a mortgage. Dr. 
Herod read a petition from G. M. Stewart, 
praying for a reduction ,of taxes on 
certain offices which are not occupied. 
Dr. Herod read a communication from D. 
Coffee, addressed to the chairman of the 
Finance Committee, relative to a petition 
formerly presented for the refunding of 
some money paid to the Sheriff for land 
which he could not convey. The peti­
tioner had ascertained that his claims 
were just, but he did not wish to press 
them until he had allowed time for a 
reconsideration of the matter. He re­
quested that the communication might be 
laid before the Council. Dr. Herod read 
a petition from Thoe. Couch praying for 
a second consideration of hie petition 
relative to land bought from the Sheriff. 
Dr. Herod read an account from Joseph 
Hobson, Esq., Engineer, for work done 
for the corporation amounting to $92.75. 
Mr. Chadwick read petitions as follows : 
From George Morton and others, praying 
for the opening of a drain on the south 
side of Woolwich street ; from John 
Anderson praying for a remission of 
income tax ; from G. M. Shaw praying 
for a reduction of income tax, as he had 
been assessed for $300, and had never 
made that amount in one year ; from 
Wm Stewart praying for remission of 
taxes on account of sickness ; and from 
R. Middleton who was over-assessed and 
wanted a reduction. Mr. Mays read a 
petition from Mrs Margaret Fraser pray­
ing for remission of taxes. Mr. McCurry 
read a petition from D. Coffee who had 
been over assessed for land he did own, 
and assessed for land he did not own. 
He therefore prayed for an adjustment of 
the matter. Mr. Mitchell read a petition 
from W. S to veil, who had been assessed 
on real property and income. He petitioned 
against the latter. Mr. Melvin read peti­
tions from the following : From J. H. 
Dewitt against dog-tax; from Sarah 
Buckingham for remission of taxes ; and 
from H. Metcalf who had been assessed 
twice on the same property. Mr. Maseie 
read a petition from John McNeil and 
George Howard praying for repairs to the 
sidewalk on Quebec street, as in the wet 
season the water from the street over­
flows their property. The sidewalk had 
been partially repaired in the spring, but 
not to the necessary extent.

All the foregoing were referred to 
appropriate committees, with the excep­
tion of the petition of John Tlioe. Cun­
ningham, which on motion of Mr. Peter­
son, seconded by Mr. Heffeman, was laid 
on the table until a written report regard­
ing the title could be obtained from the 
solicitors.

Mr. Mitchell read the report of the 
Road and Bridge Committee. They could 
not recommend that the petition of Mr. 
Lemon and others for improvements on 
Alma st. be granted ; nor that the prayer 
of the petition of F. Preet and others for 
a sidewalk on Norfolk-st., from Nelson 
Crescent to Suffolk be complied with, 
but they recommend that a piece of new 
sidewalk be laid in front of the church, 
and a crossing to the other side of the 
str 3t ; the Whole to cost $18.—Adopted.

On motion of Mr. Melvin, seconded by 
Mr. Maseie, Wm Edwards was appointed 
a town constable. The chief object of the 
ap_ intment was that he might keep 
order in the Town Hall on occasions of 
public amusement. A very requisite step

Dr. Herod called the attention of the 
Market House Committee to the fact, 
that the fences round some of the trees 
were broken down. The chairman ot the 
Committee replied that he had given in­
structions to have the fences repaired.

The Council adjourned.

RIOTS IN FRANCE.

[To-day’s Despatches.]
Paris, Nov. 4.—rrhe Moniteur of thin 

morning contains an authoritative article 
asserting that on the 1st of Nov., M. de 
Moustier despatched a note to the French 
Charge D’Affairs, at Florence, in which 
he said that the Italian advance into the 
Papal territory was a violation of law and 
treaty. The Emperor Napoleon, M. 
Moustier continues, will not approve It 
by word or silence, and asks an explana­
tion of Italy.

There are only two French regiments 
in Rome. Large bodies of troops are 
continually leaving Toulon for Ci vita 
Vecchia. The Papal forces will assume 
the offensive immediately,

London, Nov. 4, p. m.—Late despatches 
from Florence state that the vote of the 
towns in the Province of Rome was un­
animously for Italy. - It is now reported 
in Florence that the Emperor Napoleon 
requires King Victor Emmanuel to expel 
Garibaldi, and if that 1s done Napoleon 
will retire.

Berlin, Nov. 4, noon.—Count Von Bis­
marck says officially, to-day, that the 
Government of Prussia is neutral at pres­
ent on the Roman question.

London, Nov. 4, noon.—It now seems 
that the proposition to settle the Roman

It. Petersburg, Nov. 4.—The Journal 

De St. Petersburg prints an official copy 
of a joint note from Russia, France, Prus­
sia and Italy, to the Sultan of Turkey, on 
the Eastern question. After rehearsing 
the diplomatic representations which have 
from time to time been made to the Sub­
lime Porte by the European powers joint­
ly or singly, are in favor of granting the 
demands of the Cretans, and for a gene­
ral amelioration of the condition of the 
Christians in the Ottoman empire, all of 
which seem to have failed to make any 
impression. The note declares that the 
ureat powers will hold the Sultan an­
swerable for rejecting their advice, and 
responsible for whatever consequences 
may follow.

Madrid, Nov. 4.—A royal proclamation 
has been issued permitting the return of 
political exiles to Spain, and remittingtite 
penalties pronounced against them.
