Yesterday afternoon, at the request 
of Ethel Van Ness and Josie Stoddard, 
two of Freda’s young friends, Mrs. 
Heyer permitted hep daughter to ride 
with them on the roads in the suburbs 
of Roseville. The children rode through 
the Oranges and returned by way of 
Park avenue, which is a continuation 
of Fifth avenue. Just before they 
reached Seventh street two trucks go­
ing south on the latter thoroughfare 
crossed the avenue.

Freda, who was riding a few yards 
in advance of her companions, spurted 
suddenly and scorched around the cor­
ner.
