©Paris, July 26,-It it stated that an 
effective blockade of the Siamese coast by 
the French fleet will only begin on Satur­
day or Sunday. Until then all the powers 
will not have received notice of France’s in­
tentions to establish » blockade.
Chinese charge d'affairs had an interview 
to-day with the chief officials, at the 
Foreign Office, to regard to Siam, tie is 
stated to have informed M. de Ville that 
Siam had no territory east of the Mekong 
as far north as latitude 23, whioh parallel 
was claimed by the French as the northern 
limit of their itfluenoe. He regarded it as 
unlikely that the blaek flags would join the 
Siamese in the event of hostilities with 
Fraoce ; but, he thought that if they saw 
France and Siam embroiled, the black flags 
might resume their offense in lonqnin.

Lord Duffcrin had an audience with M. 
de Ville this morning, and a cabinet meet­
ing was held at 6 o’clock this evening, but 
the greatest secrecy was maintained as to 
what took place. Another cabinet council 
will be held on Saturday.

Sue Temps gives a detailed account of hoW 
the French marines forced a passage up the 
Menam river. The gunboats entered the 
channel about 6 o’clock in the evening, 
mediately both forts and the Siam gunboats 
opened tire on the French ships. The let­
ter’s gunboats crossed the bar notwithstand­
ing the explosion of a submarine torpedo 
directly ahead of the fleet. The Inconstante 
rammed and sunk a Siamese gunboat. At 
about 9 o’clock the forts at Paklam opened 
fire at a range of half a mile. The French 
gunboats all this time were making ten 
knots an hoar against the stream. At 9 20 
the Frenoh fleet anchored to front of the 
French legation at Bangkok. The cannonade 
had little effect owing to the darkness.

Besides, the fleet last year 
captured a supply steamer at a compara­
tively early date, thus forcing many sealers 
to quit the grounds before commencing 
operations. Large captures made thus far 
will not, apparently, have the effeot of re­
ducing the price for sealskins delivered in 
British Columbia, soldat $14 per skin, an 
unusually high price.
