government. It is the law of necessity
rather than the expeotation of the profit
or advantage to the United States that
compels us to construct, own and con-
tro! a ship canal through Costa Rica and
Nicaragua, and the geographical relation
of these states to our country and the
prestige of the United States among Am-
erican governments point to us as the
power which must incur the expenditure
and be invested with the authority to
control the canal as a marine highway
for ships of all nations. The assured pro-
fits of this enterprise in money, caleulated
on a basis that is even much iarger than
is indicated in any report that has esti-
mated the cost, are a sufficient justifi-
cation of the expenditure that is neces-
sary to acquire the right of way and
construct the canal.”
