| Rev. Mr. Bell Nvmes the Remedy for the
{ Irtsh Troubles—A Good Turlous
The orangemen of the city attended diyine

afternoon, when the Rev. J. A, Beil, M.
A., preached, He took for his text Ro-
mans 16, 7 and 8 yerse “Render: thete-
fore to all their dues tribute to whom fribute
is due; custom to whom custom ;
fear to whom fear;  honor
whom honor. Owe no man anything, but
love one another, for he that loveth another
hath fulfilled the law.” In the preceding
part of the chapter Psul impresses upon
every soul the mne ity of subjection to
the magistrate, for they are ordained by
God. On these two verses the foundation
of orangeism rests. Wherever these prin-
ciples prevail we have a provperous and
law abiding people. We have an example
of this in the case of Ireland. The
districts in which orangeism prevails
are prosperous, whereas in the others we
have nothing but bloodshed, misery, boy-
cotting faud entire disregard of the laws.
He then entered into the remedies tried by
the two great state parties to give tran-
quility to that country, The Irish first
thought that if charch was disestablished,
the whole question would be settled ; they
got it, but that did not give tranquility.
Then came a land scheme, but it did not
give tranquility. This was followed by
educational enactments, the only effect of
which was to call large funds into the treas-
uries of Roman catholics and caused greater
disturbances, Lastly wejhaye the land act
of last year, which is contrary to all princi-
ples of interior economy, and will have no
effect whatever, AU

The question really is not one of politics,
education or land, but a religious one. In
support of this theory he referred to Mr.
Gladstone’s views on the ultramontanes’
teachings of pogery to the effect that it
is a poison which when received into the
system makes a man a poor subject. As some
might not agree with that gentleman, he
quoted from the life of Charles Dickens
when he was trvelling in Switzerland and
had pastel from a protestant into a Rumsn
catholic canton. In the former all is peace
and prosperity while in the latter he met
with indolence with its many attndant
evils, Dickens again says, speaking of
Ireland, that he fears religion lies at the
ro tof all her troubles. Then look at the
present state of Ireland. Why is the
protestant Ulster now denuded of troops
when there are more in the other districts
that fought at Waterloo, A circuit judge
when in that province recently, said that
there was much less crime in it than in
any of the other provinces. The reason of
this is that in Ulster we have tbe bible “in
our hands,

The object of our society is to distribute
the Irish Bible among the Irish and also
teach them to read and study it, As the
result of this, there is one district contain-
ed in a circnit of five miles, in the heart of
the most disorderly part of Ireland, in
which a church has been built, and the bi-
ble studied. Instead of being & scene of
disturbances, the people are perfectly law-
abiding.

In conclusion he advised the brethren to
mintain their present privileges and study
the bible themseves.

There was a large attendance and the
sermon was listened to with considerable
iuteress,
