for the most vile purposes, | gpread the
most foul dise among theyoung; that they
have no respeot for the oath ‘administeredn
our courts of law, and have no conce of
the enormity of perjury: that they supplant
allour men in neariy all vocations whether
mechanical or manual, and glso girls in every
department from cook to chambermaid, not
because of superior ?hystcal and ' mental
ability, but becau<e o accepting a rate of
wages upon whigh our race cannot exist; and
as a eonsequence their further admission into
Canads should be rigidly excluded. 4

Mr. O'Donoghve and Mr. Rooney, in
moving and seconding the resolution, said
there was a universal protest among the
laboring men against the further admis-
sion of Chinese into the ocountry, and
hoped the bill for their exclusion from the
country. would pass the senate, The
resolution was unanimously carried. A. F.
Jury, in moving a resolution, the purport
of which was to express the hope of the
meeting that the senate would make the
act regarding®Chinese immigration, which
had passed the commons, law,said one good
way to protect the working oclasses was
to prohibit the immigration of Chinamen,
They could live on' very little, and their
civilization was degraded. Phillips Thomip-
son said he was in favor of the exclusion of
the Chinese, because it was impossible for
a Caucasian to compete with them, Mr,
Hicks' and Mr. Poster each made brief
speeches, in which they expressed their
endorsation of the sentiment that the
Chinese must go, and ‘the resolution was
carried without dissent,

At
the same time rateson the trunk lines have
come down to a point at which even the
bankrupt roads, which are operated so as
to merely meet their running expenses,
cannos afford to any longer go on. That
which most troubles the managers of the
trunk lines at the present time is that,
while they are doing a large business,
4s respects quantities oarried, they fail
to make any profit thereon on account, of
the extremely low rates. It now, with
them, has come to the simple question
«How long can we continde the present
system without atotal suspension of divi-
dends?” One important fact oconneocted
with this threatened suspension of divi-
dends is that it will make railway securi-
ties, heretofore oonsidered first-class,
almost altogether unavailable as collateral
for losns by baokers and trust. companies.
This would most unfavorably affect not
only the mopey market but the status of
some of our strongest moneyed institutions.

Gavernor - Hill of New York
was there with a brilliant staff, and
extended a royal weloome to Governor
Robinson, Attorney-General Mowat and
Provincial Secretary Hardy, who were
fitting re ves of Ontario. The
feature of the celebration was the announce-
ment that an Ontario commission consisting
of Col, Gzowski (chsirman), J. W. Lang-
muir, Judge Sinclair, G, R. Patullo (secre-
tary) wu‘mnkll&ll:qu’lryinto the feasibility
of creating- a ilar public park on the
Canadian side. 3

The New York reservation dedicated
yesterday cost $1,500,000, and its comple-
tion was_only secured by the exercise of
much diplomacy and hard labor on the part
of the commission, of which Hon. Wm.
Dorsheimer is chairman.

After prayer by Bishop,foxe and the
singing of “My Country 'Tis of Thee,” Mr.
Dorsheimer handed over the park to the
governor of the state, ?

Governor Hill, who' greatly resemples B.
B, Osler, Toronto's lawyer,accepted the gift
in a rather funereal speech, He spoke well
