The Quebec Welcome.

Rev. Nelson I. Rexford was the substitute of
Hon. G. Ouimet, Superintendent of finstruction
| for the Province of Quebec. He was enthusiastic
over the scholastic abilities of the habitants, who
had, he averred, built up a literature which ranks
first in the Dominion to-day. He attached
the utmost importance to common action bv
Canadian and American teachers, which he
regarded as a guarantee against future strife.
Quebec had adopted with advantage the funda-
mental educational principles of the State of New
York. Although six-sevenths of the population
of the Province of Quebec are Roman Catholics,
the Protestant one-seventh had with marked suc-
cess carried on education work in public schools,
high schools, colleges and universities. he
speaker‘s references to McGill University, under
Sir William Dawson, Laval University and
Bishop’s College, Lennoxville, were generally ap-

lauded, showing that the fame of these halls of
earning had reached the American educationists.
In conclusion he wished the visitors “Bienvenue!”

The City’s Shake-Hands,

Mayor Clarke's speech was brief and to the
point. On behalf of the corporation and citizens
he gave a cordial welcome to the visitors, and
said that .the people of Toronto considered a
great compliment had been'paid them in the N.E.A
consenting to hold its aunual convention in shis
city. He regarded this as an evidence of the kind-
ly feeling the American te hers entertained for
Canada and her people. a3 atrusted the visit
would be most pleasant and‘profitable and that it
would not be the last occasion on which the
Queen City would be 8o honored.

His Worship was cheered when he said: * The
trait I admire most in Amerjcans is their intense
patriotism. I even wish we had more of this
on this side of the line. The people of America
have great reason to be proud of their country,
its history and records, but greater reason to
be proud of their educational institutions.”

THE VISITORS SPEAK,

Three-Minute Corruscations of American
Eloquence, !

This being the last of the addresses of welcome,
Inspector Hughes vacated the chair -and it was
oteupied the rest of the afternoon by Mr. W. R.
Garrett -of Nashville, Tenn., President of the
N.EA. 3

Mr. Garrett said: The National Educational As-
gociation of the United States, for the first time
in its history, meets upon foreign soil.  The hos-
pitable reception which you have given us, and
your cordial words of welcome, setour hearts
aglow with fraternal sentiments and make us for-
get that we have crossed a political boundary line
to meet you.

Two years ago the principal of -the /Normal
School of Toronto visiteg our association at Nash-
ville, bearing a message from the Minister of
Education of Ontario and from the edu-
cational authorities of every province in
Canada - inviting us :to meet in Toronto.
Last year ‘at St. Paul"a similar message was
borne to us by the iaspector of the schools of
Toronto, who is now so pleasantly known to us
as the Chairman of the Local Executive Com-
mittea. This invitation, too cordial in its terms
fo be mistaken for an idle compliment, touched
a responsive chord in the hearts of the educators
of the United States. We felt deeply this mark
of friendship from our kinsmen in Canada.

As we reflected upon the common lineage,upon
the common language which we love to call “our
mother tongue,” and upon the many inherited
institutions and sentiments which will forever
mark us as kinsmen, our hearts overleaped the
political boundary line which separates the edu-
cational brethren of Canada and the United
States. ;

The Mexican's Flowers of Rhetoric.

Prof. P. Marcelius Marshall of Chamita, New
Mexico, responded for the southwest. He' Ruid:
People of Canada, officers and citizens of \To-
ronto, 800,000 square miles of mountains and of
valleys in the ‘“‘Southland™ of the west heard your
invitations so loud and so strong and now re-
spond to your welcomes so free and so warm.
The land of the cactus and the pine; the land of
the orange and the palm; the land of earth’s
most barren wastes, and of her richest ever-
producing flelds; the land in parts of which it
burns by day and freezes by night, and in other
parts of which it neither burns nor freezes dur-
ing all the rolling year; the land of Montezuma's
children of the sum, which, by the Romish
Spaniard was later overrun, but in which
American civilization is merely just
begun; the land of castles in ruins
and of silent cities hewn into ‘the faces of
the cliffs; the one only cradie of civilization in all
North America; seven empires within a repub-
lie, a land io which, three great civilizations and
the remains of tiercest barbarism, side by side,
in peace beneath the Stars and Stripes, to-day
abide, and in which the two most widespread
languages of earth, the sweet, dignided, heavenly
Spanish and the strong, clear, exact, business-
like English are vernacular; the—fand that lies
adjacenttoearth’s greatestjocean,and in the vailey
lof the world's longest river, that saddles herself
upon the continent’s mightiest mountain chain,
she, even she, amid her silver sands, has
litted up her golden ears, and heard and comse,
at your invitation,to this fair Canada land,-to this
lbeautiful, moral, Protestant city of Toronto,
chaste Queen of the North, and now, from her
lite-giving air and cloudless skies and unfathomed
possibilities, responds with - all her warm, south-
ern, Spanish heart to your grand and gracious
welcome. Boasting houses and towns, with
dwellers now as they were when Columbus came,
she also boasts a middle civilization as well-as the
hewest of the name, The red man stil
bends his bow upon the game; the Pueblo
dances to Montezuma and Malinche and
elects his governors and his captains
once a year; the Mexican, son of Spanish ‘“"Con-
quistador,” in his utter illiteracy, yet bows down
%o sticks and stones, carries his fetishes about his
fields in solemn procession to pray for rain and
sheds his own blood 10 absolve his ewf sins, an
ignoble superstitious slave of Rome and Roman-
ism, the American has come with rail and wire,
with printing press and Protestant missionary,
with light aod law and learning, and ‘*‘the desert
pegins Lo bloom as & ruse.” ‘‘San Miguel College,”
founded betore Harvard University, and the puo-
lic school master who. cannot write his own
name, must now do or die forever.

Prof. W. H. Bartholomew of Louisville, Ky., re-
gponded for the South Central States, and "advo-
cated closer educational and intellectual connec-
tion betweeg Canada and the States.

Hon. Josiah H. Shinn, President of the Southern
Educational Asso ciation, replied for the Southern
States. He was delighted with Canadian hospi-
tality at Stratford, wnere 400 of the visitors at the
railway station were told, “Help yourselves;
you are welcome.™ [Cheers.] He also praised
his generous treatment at his host’s in Classic-
avenue, where he was made free of the house
and all it contained.

An Eloquent Plea for Women’s Rights,

The last speaker was State Superintendent
John K. Massey of Virginia, who did justice for
the Soéutheastern States. He is a handsome man
with white hair and beard, erect as a pole, and
with his white cravat, gold specks and massive
gold-headed cane looked well. Intelligence
lighted up his eyes, humor sparkled in every
sentetice he uttered, and law ghter greeted his
poetical description of woman and her varied
qualities.

On the higher education of woman he was very
outspoken. Said he, T am gratified to see the
steps that are being taken for the higher educa-
tion of women.

HOW THE CLERKS “ DIVVIED.”

James Somerville Catechises the
Clerks of the Department of the
Interior.

OTTAWA, July 14.—At a meeting of the
Public Accounts Committee to-day the en-
quiry into the Department of - the Interior
was continued. * The first witness who gave
evidence and was examined by Mr. Somer-
ville was McCabe, aii extra clerk, who re-
ceived for 1890 pay for 365 days at the rate
of $1.50 per day, and in addition to this for
the same year: 102 hours for extra work,
which gave him an additional sum of $61.50.
In answer to Mr. Somerville “witness said
that one of .the accounts for extra work in
his name was for F. Nelson and H. Palmer,
amounting to $24.50. He allowed them to
use his name, and a check was made for that
sum, but be got no inducement to allow the
use of his name. Nelson was a permanent
employe and Palmer was an exira hand.

Mr. Somervillé: Did you not get $5 for
the use of your mame$

Myr. McCabe: No, I don’t think so.

Mr. Somerville: Did not Palmer give you
$500 of this check?

Mr. McCabe: He gave me $5, bufi I
thought it was for other work I had done
for him. The witness then went on to show
that he was doing extra work along with
J. 8. Brough, a permanent clerk in the de-
partment, and accounts to about $244 during
the year for extra work were passed in his
(Mc(Cabe's) name and he divided the sum
with Mr. Brough. Of course Mr. Brough
could not get extra pay and the account was
made out in the way it was. He never re-
membered that H. Kinlock ever certified an
account forl him.

In repiy to Mr. Lister he said that this
system had been going on since 1886. How
frequently he could not remember, but he
was quite willicg vo admit to making all the
“divvies” with Brough.

Mr. Burgess explained that when he denied
at the last meeting that he was not cognizant
of other men than Turner getting extra
work he was under a misapprehension. He
thought the question applied to the work in
the Burr Index. He would now say that he
was cognizant of other such cases, several of
them. Frank Nelson, second-class clerk, ad-
mitted he had received various sums from
temporary men. The committee -sits again
TO-mOIrow.

Yesterday's Evidence Before the Privileges
and KElections Committee.

Orrawa, July 14.—The Committee. on
Privileges and' Elections this morning ap-
pointed Walter Shanly, ex-M.P., and wW.T
Jennings of Toronto to examine the work

Witness produced letters from Messrs. Bur-
land, Robitaille and Robert H. McGreevy
relative to paying most of the checks rg-
ferred to. M. Burlend on three occasions
as trustee of the Baie des Chaleurs Railway
authorized Mr, Noel to pay $800 to any person
named by Mr. Robitaille, and on each o_casion
Mr. Robitaille sent a letter authorizing pay-
ment to R.-H. McGreevy. Mr, Noel did not
know why money was paid to  Robert. He
simply ' obeyed instructions. He acted as
treasarer of the Langevin Testimonial Fund.
He had not the list of contributions. 3‘&2‘
amount of the testimonial was about $23,000
handed over all boog relating to the
matter vo Mr. Carriere, formeriy of La,
Banque Nationale, - Mr. J. Morgan and
Mr. J. A, Gouin - were interested in getting
up the testimonial fund. He was shown a
receipt signed - by bimself in the following
terms:

Langevin Testimonial Fund, No, 112, $1000. Ot-
tawa, June 4, 1883, :

Received from Larkin, Connolly & Co. the sum
of $1000 oa account of avove fund,

(Signed) H. V. NokL, Treas.

He had a conversation with Sir ' Hector
about the rate of interest to be allowed upon
she amount of the testimonial fund while it
remained in his bank, and he (Mr. Noel)
agreed to pay 4 per cent. into it. Up to May
15 last Sir Hector had not drawn either
principal or interest, He was not able to
give the names of the contributors to the
fund with the exception of .the late Mr.
James Goodwin of Ottawa, who handed in
his contribution kimself. The money still
stood in the namié of the Langevin testimon-
ial fund subject to'Sir Hector’s order. Circu-
lars would be sent out to contributors by the
secretary requesting them to pay mnp and
checks would pe sent to him.
~/{'o Mr. Geoffrion witness said he was not
aware that Larkin, Coonolly & Co. had ob-
tained & large - contract on May 26, 1883, a
few days before he received their contribu-
tion.

Mr. Simon Peters, one of the unsuccessful
tenderers for the crosswall at Quebec, said
the only information he received from the
department was that his tender was not the
lowest. He wrote to Mr. Baillarge, Deputy
Minister of Public Works, stating that his
tender, if properly worked out, would be
found tHe lowest, Mr. Baillarge replied
that the schedule of tenders had
been handed tq ’the Minister. He
was satisfied from a subsequent examina-
tion of the tenders that his own was the
lowest, and went on to explain various items
in which his prices were lower than those of
Larkin, Connolly & Co. He said that never
until the correspondence between Mr. Perley
and the contractors did he know of the De-
partment of Public Works calling the atten-
tion of a tenderer to apparent errors in his
tender. If tenders were erroneously wude
up they were usually thrown into the waste
pasket, He had obtained no estimates
or information from the Public Works De-
partment showing the approximate quanti-
ties for the Crosswall contract. He had
tendered withoui kuowing what the quanti-
ties were. He submitted the calcuiations
upon which he based his opimion thut his
tender for the crosswall was the lowest.
