Sir Edward Clarke, Solicitor-General, ap­
peared as leading counsel for the Countess 
and Mr. Lockwood defended the young 
EarL Sir Edward Clarke, in his opening 
address, said that he would have to call at­
tention to some of the most distressing and 
heartrending episodes which in his opinion 
had ever marred the lives of two young 
people of such high rank. The Earl, he 
said, had • compelled his wife to undergo 
indignities of the most humiliating nature. 
In fact, he intimated that if the jury found 
for the Countess, his client, as they un­
doubtedly in his opinion would find, the 
Earl, such was the serious nature of the tes­
timony which could be furnished, might be 
called upon to face a criminal prosecution 
for which, if guilty, the punishment would 
be imprisonment for a term of years.

the stand. The Countess confirmed the 
statement made by her leading counsel. She 
said in addition that the Earl had compelled 
her to sit up until 3 o’clock in the morn­
ing, he insisting that she should keep a 
number of books which contained the 
household accounts. When she complained 
against the needless severity, and said that 
she was not strong enough to endure such 
a strain, the Earl angrily told her that she 
was “ a useless fool.” Continuing, the 
Coantess said that her husband had 
mJfe than one occasion ^threatened to shoot 
her and that he *had 
leave her bed while she was naked. Later 
the Countess explained that shortly after 
being thus compelled to leave her bed she 
fainted, and that her nurse came into the 
room alarmed by the noise caused by the 
fall, aud she carried her. the Countess, 
into another room. While the 
attending her the Earl came into the room 
into which she had been removed, and so 
exasperated her by his taunting and insult­
ing remarks that she threatened to throw 
herself out of the window if he came nearer 
to her.
