The Doctors Favor Sunday Cars.
The World to-day presents tbe opinions of 

a large number of city physicians about 
Sunday street cars. The gentlemen inter­
viewed were not selected with a view of 

- getting opinions favorable to Sunday cars. 
They were taken just aa they came in the 
directory, without seloction whatever, 
and the - opibions cited may be 
taken -¥• thoroughly representative of 
the medical profession in the city. 
No other class of citizens can give 
an opinion on this question that is more en­
titled to consideration than the medical 
fraternity. Reference in another column 
to our interviews with the doctors reveals 
tbe fact Ibat a large majority of thorn are 
decidedly in favor of Sunday street cars. 
Their opinions are based on the grounds of 
health, needed recreation aud convenience, 
alike for themselves as men who are working 
seven days in the week, as well as 
for the public at large. Some of 
them who had previously voted 
against the project on account of its then in­
volving seven days’ work for horses have 
eorne round and now favor a limited Sunday 
tervice with electricity. Of a score of doc to rs 
interviewed in Spadina-avenue only four 
were opposed to the project. One or two of 
those interviewed state that while they see no 
desecration of the Sabbath in running cars 
they think Ihe time is premature forrç Sun­
day service In Toronto, the city not hkving 
ret attained proportions to warrant itU We 
beg to remind these gentlemen that Toronto 
is no second-rate *town. It is larger* than 
Owen Sound by a big majority, \ aud 
Ideas that pass as current coin in that north­
ern metropolis wiU mot circulate here. We 
have a population of 200,000 people and 
city has a frontage of ton miles along the 
lake.
