He Detalls Ris Journeyings as a Tramp
Tailor in Search of Work ¥From the
Time He Lefs Davis Bros,’, Prescott,
Until His Arrival Home at Napanee
on New Year’s Eve,

Naraxee, Jan. 14.—Barney King, or/

more properly speaking Bernaby Roi, now
confined in the Napanee Juil charged with
the murder of Angus McLeod at Napanee

on Sept. 14 last, has authorized his solici-’

tors, Messrs, Herrington & Warner, to
make public the followi statgment in
order that his friends may have am oppor-
tunity of verifying his. account of his
whereabouts at the time of the murder.

Iamof French descent and my people
live as St. Valier, Que. I am a journey-
man coat maker and during the month of
August last was in the emplby of Davis &
Bro., Prescott, and boarded at the Queen’s
Hotel. On Monday, Sept. 4, I drew my
wages from Davis & Bro. and went to Og-

.densburg and spent the day, returning to
Prescott at night. The next day I spent
in Prescott, chiefly at Daniels’ Hotel. On
Wednesday, Sept. 6, I went by freight
srain to Brockville and from there tele-
phoned Livingston of Kingston for work.

Pawned a Ring in Kingston.

I arrived in Kingston that evening about
dark and stopped ail night with Mr, Pelle-
tier., On Thursday I eogaged with Mr.
Prevost at $9 a week, but did not go to
keep this engagement as I hoped to do bet-
ter. I pawned a ring in Princess-street
with & broker whose mame I think is
Taylor. I procesded to Napanee, where 1
arrived about 4 or 5 p.m. and went down
town, Isaw Mr. McAllister on the street
and also Mr. Hogen, and about 6 o'clock
telephoned to the Big Store, Deseronto, for
work., 1 went west on a freight train about
8 o'clock and stopped off at Belleville.
During the evening I was drinking with
the bartender and a Jew at Do:tor’- Hotel.
I was detained by & policemsn %t the depot
until the arrival of a World’s Fair train,
which passed through Belleville about 3 or
4 ¢’clock in the morning (Sept. 8). By this
train I went to Port Hgope, where I arrived
early in the morning. .

Cgme to Toronto During the E xhibitjon.

ldppliod at several shops for work *and
had dinner with a tailor . whose place of
business is opposite Clark’s. I do not re-
member his name, but he is a dark com-
plexioned man and bas a stout wife. Dur-
ing the afternoon I traveled to Toronto in
s freight car in company . with a man in
charge of stock tor the Toronto Exhibition.
That night (Seps. 8) I slept at a lodging
house in York-street, Toronto, kept by Ed-
wurd Nuttall,

‘Saturday morning I saw an advertise-
ment in the paper for a tailor at a village
about 28 miles from Toronto. I cannot
recall the name -of vhe place, but from an
examination of a railway map I think it is
Norval. In order to get thefe I walked to
Parkdale and took the train. The situation
had been secured by snother applicant, but
the tailor, whose name 1 forget, gave me a
coat to nukeé nnél sent me ;n an hotel :o
remain over Sunday. I think it is gku,gn y
hotel in the place.

Bent His Way to London,

While there I fell in with a young tailor
whose name I think is James Hickerman,
and on Monday, Sept. 11, we set out to-
_gether and walked to the next station and
oeat our way on the train to London, stop-
ping at one large town on the way, where
we applied for work, but failed to secure
any. We arrived in London about noon on
Tuesday, Sept. 12, where we also applied
for work and I left my name with several
tailors. That night we slept in a freight
car near the station, and the next morning,
Sept. 13, we went west to Wyoming, from
Wyominﬁvon foot to Petrolia and back
sgain to Wyoming, and* from there by foot
to Port Huron.

We passed through the tunnel about 6
and about 9 caught a train for Detroit. The
next morning (Sept. 14) we woke up in the
Detroit freight yards and walked to the
city. We spent that day in the city
locking for work. Among other places
visited by me in Detroit I remem-
ber breakfasting at the corner of
Randolph and Catalac Squire. I spplied
at several shops in Michigan-avenue and
left my name with a firm of merchants in
Jefferson-avenue; the junior member of the
firm was named Spec. They have since been
burned out, I believe. They advised me to
go to Jackson. That night we sleptina
box car at the freight yards of the Milwau-
kee and Grand Haven R.R.

1 have made no secret of my whereabouts,
as I had no occasion to do so, I arrived
back in Napanee on New Year’s eve, when
1 was greatly surprised to learn that 1 was
suspected of having some knowledge of the
murder of Mr. MecLeod, Why my name
should be associated with this dreadful
crime I cannot understand. I would thank
the people whom I met-on my trip from
Prescott to Pontiac, and whose names I do
not know, if they would communicate with
my solicitors at once.” .

The Portraits auud Busts of William
Hume Blake, Prof. Urofs, Bishop
Strachan and -George Paxton
Youung Unvelled,

It was an suspicious occasion that of the
unveiling of the portraits of William Hume
Blake, sometime Chancsllor of Toronto
University; the Right Rev, John Strachao,
first president of - King's College, the late
Professor Croft, once professor of chemistry
and natural science; of the bust and por-
trait of late Professor Young, professor in
metaphysics and ethics, at the Toronto
University library on Saturday afternoon.

The library reading hall was crowded with
a number of the ‘most distinguished of the
University’s {rndunles and friends, who had
assombled to honor the dead tieroes of mind
snd caltivated intellect. The Hon. Edward
Blake, M. P., was in the chair, and around
him-were Lieut, -Governor Kirkpatrick, His
Lordship, the Bishop of ‘Toronto, President
Loudon and Rev, Princi Burwash of
Victoria. Mrs, Kirkpatrick also arrived,

Among the others present were: Professors
Hutton, Alexander, Fraser, McCurdy, Dale,
Ramsay Wright, Baker, Mavor, Coleman,
Cameron, Wrong, A. B. McCallam, Hume,
Vander Smissen, Squair hera-
ton, McLaren, Greig, Dewart, D, J. Mac-
donnell, R. Y. Thompson, G. M. Milligan,
Cede, Justice Proudfoot, Dr. I H. Cameron,
W. F. Maclean, M. P., Jobn King, John
Henderson, Wm. Houston, Dr. Primrose,
Geo. Eakin, J. K. Kerr, J. G. Hodgins, w.J.
Robertson, Jas. Brebner, Capt. Kirkpatrick,
Hamilton MacCarthy blchon Patterson,
Robert Somerville, Joha 1. Davidson, Wm.
Boultbee and others.

Presideut Loudon requested the Lieut.-
Governor, as visitor of the Provincial Uni=
versity, to accept the portrait of the late
William Hume Blake, He, in a brief ad-
dress, gave a short summary of the bio-
graphy of the man who, he sald, bad aided
more perhaps than apy ona other in the de-
velopiuent of the provincial jnstitution
when it wes in _greatest need of
assistance, The President held in
his hand and read an extract from an
appeal which the chancellor has made for
aid in 1856 and which resuited in the univer-
sity raceiving £75,000 for the construction of
a pew university and £20,000 for the bepefit
of- the new library and museum. The
President spoke of the—work which that
chancellor's son hbad done for the fur-
ther devglopment of - the provincial
educational institution ana meéntioned
that the persistence of the father must bave
been inberited by the son. Little Miss
Wrong, daughter of Rev. Prof. Wrong, and
great granddaughter of the late Chancellor
uimself, unveiled the portrait.

The Lieut.-Governor, as a visitor of the
University and in bebalf of the Proviocial
Government, thanked the University offi-
cials for these portraits, which he believed to
be but the beginning of a series of other

rtraits of eminent men, distinguished for

ntellect and for advancing the cause of
learning.  The Lieut.-Governor further
praised the abilities of the man whose por-
trait had been unveiled. 5

Prof. Hutton then presented the portraits

of the Rt. Rev. John Stiachanand the late].

Prof. Croft, which bave been 1n the resi-

dence dining hall for some years, but which |

bad never hagn formally presented to the
authorities, ictures of these eminent
personages will notgrace the walls of the
library, but will be returned to Residence
dxrect{y. Prof. Hutton spoke of the in-
tellectual hero *who had builded better
than he knew” in establishing two univer-
sities and not one, both of which have one
common end in the teaching of the religion
of true learning.

The memory of Prof. Croft was also
treated very flatteringly by the classical pro-
fessor.

Mr. W, F. Maolean, on behalf of Mr.
W. A. Snortt, now of New York, and his
friend and classmate of 1880, asked the Chan-
cellor 1o accept the portrait of the late
George Paxton Young which be had the
pleasure-to unveil. - It was the work of Mr,
Soortt’s own hand, and excelient aud good
as it was as a portrait it was still more ex-
celient as being the tribute ot a loving
scholar to the memory of a loviug master,
Dr. Young needed no eulogy on this occasion,
His iuflusnce pervaded these walls and ani-
mated the lives of all*his students, He was
revered by the latter, becauss hé taught first
of oll that philosophy was free, next that
when we cawme to hold opinions we should
hold tbem with the greatest humi-
lity, and _third, that beyond the
region of philosophy and logic ‘there
wus o large domain in which faith was
supreme, It wasa satisfaction to him, and
toall the admirersof Prof. Young, toknow
that those departments of learning which he
taught and practifed, namely, philosophy,
mathematics and logic, and . tbey were the
highest of all siudies, could be taught and
cultivated for the least :gount of money,
while the new and moderfi studies of physics
and natural sciences required an ever-increas-
ing revenue;and it wasa still greater source of
satisfaction to them all that Canadian youth
had tbe brains and courage to follow these
departments into their higher flights.

Mr. John A. Patterson followed and un-
veiled the bust of the late Professor,the work
of Hamiiton MacCarthy. He gave =a
history of the  memorial fund, which
was divided bLetween this token and a
schoiarship which had been established in
Toronto University. He gave' an eloquent
resume of Dr. Young’s life.

Rev. Chancellor Burwash spoke of the
many sides of the late professor’s intellect.
He said if Foronto had not secured him for
its professor in philosophy, Vietoria would
bave bad bim for mathematics,

W. J. Robertson, St. Catharines, spoke as
an old - student. Rev. Prof. R. Y.
Thompson: of Knox College told of
the reverence the Presbyterian coilege
bad for that philosopher who once had
been a professor with them, He said, too,
that Kuox was taking steps for the per-
petuation of the philosopher’s” memory by
establisning a similar memorial. Rev. D, J,
Macdonnell also spoke briefly.

Hon. Edward Blake delivered the closing
address, and 1 eloquent words he spoke of
the works of the wen of whom every one bad
been speaking. In this dewmocratic age, be,
said, there waus a kind of bheredity which
was bonored and reyereuced, for the son of a
man who has achieved respect from the
good deeds he has doue for the people
is well received anvd honored, *I noticed
that when this governor entered publc life
first he was better received in the constitu-
ency which he coutested because he was the
son of his fatber. I myself well remember
the anxiety and care my father had when he
occupied the position of Chancellor of the
University.” Prol. roft was remembered
and praised for the good deeds he had done
and the genial nature hLe possessed.” The
Rev. John Strachan, though all did not
agree with him in everythiug be would do,
bonored himi for what he did do. Prof.
Youung, too, was spoken of favorably.

The Chaucellor then spoke of the subject
of memorials. He bad always discouraged
the establishing of portraits and busts in
favor of the more substantial
scholarship. He had favored the latter,
and in this respect he spoke of thesub-
stantial memorial which the friends of the
lute Alexauder Mackenzie had erected by
raising an endowment of 16,000, which yield-
ed an annual sum for scholarships in politi-
cal science close on to §1000. .

Mr. Blake spoke in glowing terms of the
late Alexander Mackenzie's and George
Brown's iuterest in Toronto University.
George Brown himself had said once:
“I would rather be Chancellor of
Toronto University than hold any
other position if I were a graduate.” Mr.
Blake said be would give every support to a
mwovement to perpetuate the names of these
men by placing memorials in the Hall of the
University if such a movement were organ-
jzed. 'I'ne portraitsof the Iate Dr. McCaul
and Daniel Wilson will be added soon to the
two already placed in the Library hall
