New York, July 22.—Melville Coombs is 
the chief steward of the National Line

S NEW ETHNOLOGICAL CONGRESSsteamer France, which arrived yesterday 
morning from London and is at her pier 
at the foot of West Houston-street. On 
July 4 Mr. Coombs stood; on the porch of 
bis little vine-covered cottage in Plais- 
tow, an eastern suburb of London, and 
bade good-by to hiB wife and two little 
eons before leaving for his ship, which 
was to sail the next day.

The two boys were Robert, aged 13, 
and Nathanlbl, aged 11. They were both 
bright boys, the elder unusually so. In 
school he was far in advance of any boy 
of hie age, and he was a great reader of 
all the novels, good and bad, he could lay 
his hands on. Both boys had a large 
amount of independence, and when the 
father was telling them good-by he said ;

“Boys, take good care of mother."
How fails eons obeyed his injunction the 

father did not know until the France was 
boarded yesterday morning at Quaran­
tine by Capt. George Waldie of pilot boat 
Caldwell H. Colt, No. 13. Then he learned 
that the boys, acco-ding to despatches 
published, here, had stabbed their mother 
to death on July 8, and had lived; in the 
house 10 days with the corpse, subsist­
ing on the money obtained by pawning 
some of their mother’s jewelry.

When Capt. Waldie boarded the ship, 
Coombs was chatting with some passen­
gers, who were thanking him for the 
courtesy shown to them on the voyage. 
When the pilot's story was told, the 
steward, who had listened like a man in 
a trance, turned slowly away and went 
below, where he remained until the 
steamer reached her pier. Then he came 
on deck again. His face iwas so pale and 
haggard that the officers of the France 
could hardly believe that he was the 
man whom they had known so long.

Hill an Enormous Brain
“My eldest boy had aq enormous brain,” 

he said, “and I was informed by my 
family physician that he must be care­
fully watched. There was always some­
thing peculiar about him. The half-wit­
ted man, John Fpx, who is associated with 
the boys in this terrible crime, is re­
sponsible for it. He was formerly em­
ployed on the National Line steamers, 
but became so irresponsible that he was 
not permitted to go to sea again. He 
frequently hung around my premises 
doing chores and running errands. Lat­
terly I have forbidden him to come to 
my house.
“When my elder eon was born, he 

seemed to be devoid of anything like, 
sense. He acted idiotic, but as he grew 
older 'he became more than ordinarily 
intelligent. He had an affectionate dis­
position, but at times he would grow in­
tensely morbid. He seemed to be in­
fluenced by what he heard or read. 
Stories of murders seemed to have a 
fascination for him. One time, I remem­
ber, a man of the name of Reed com - 
mitted a murder in Louden. The papers 

fille™ with details of the crime, 
which was particularly revolting. The 
boy read everything he could find that 
gave any account of the murder, and 
then he ran away to London to see if 
he could not get a look at the murderer. 
When he came back we took him to a 
noted brain specialist in London, who 
gave as his opinion that the boy’s skull 
was too small for the else of the brain 
it contained. He said there was not 
room for the. brain tissue to expand, and 
that accounted for the lad’s eccentrici­
ties, as well as for his periods of phenom­
enal brightness. The opinion was ex­
pressed that as the hoy grew older his 
skull would enlarge, and that by the 
time 'he was/16 we would have no cause 
for worry about him. He did improve,

first place the wind was stronger than 
was desirable. The eup challenger Val­
kyrie III. is said to be very tender, in such 
a breeie. Both Britaunia and Ailaa have 
beaten her easily under sinilar condi­
tions, and it is known that in anything 
stronger than a 16-kuot blow the Vigil­
ant can easily defeat Britannia. There­
fore the test gave no line on the Defend­
er’s chances against Valkyrie should very 
ijght winds prevail during the middle of 
Beptetnber.

The test was disappointing in another 
(way, for it showed that they have 
Ifowly approached the speed limit. 
Defender is unquestionably the 
yacht ever bnilt here. She ie the most 
costly vessel of her aise ever constructed 
any jdace or anywhere. There are not 
20 sound or' river passenger and freight 
steamers plying to this port more costly 
than she. No expense has been spared in 
her construction. She is thought to com­
bine att the known excellences of the 
best American and English models. A 
unique combination of material has been 
employed in her construction, and the re­
sult ie that she is not as much fasten 
than the Vigilant, the last cup defender, 
is she was to her predecessor, the Vol­
unteer.

She can “outpoint ” the Vigilant, that 
is she can run more directly against the 
wind, but the Valkyrie II. did this the 
last day of the last cup contest, and 

so did the Britannia repeatedly last 
year. She can “ outreach ’’ the Vigilant, 
that is, run more speedily at right angles 
to the wind, and she can run with the 
wind as quickly, if not more quickly, 
than she.

Rigged as she is at present, in a 30- 
mile race to windward and return, the 
same as on Saturday, it is thought that 
Defender will have to allow; the Vigi­
lant a time allowance of not less than 
two minutes and a half. If that was de­
ducted from 1er time Saturday she 
would only have a 15-seconds’ victory 
over Vigilant, amply sufficient to win 
by, hut a margin that would be very 
likely to give her supporters heart dis­
ease were she contesting for the cup.

There is a lot of feeling between the 
partisans oi the Defender syndicate and 
the friends of George Gould. It is gossip­
ed that Gould wanted to get into the 
syndicate. It is also said that Messrs. 
Morgan and Iseiin have only 85000 
apiece in the Defender, and that all 
the remainder of the money it took to 
build her and will take to ran her, was 
furnished by Mr. Vanderbilt. As she 
will cost close on to $176,000, if not 
more, by the time the cup races are 
over, Mr. Vanderbilt Should receive great 
praise for his patriotism.

The result of Saturday’s race certainly 
S*ve Dunraven and Watson renewed hope 
of victory. Saturday’s contest was the 
topic of conversation among yachtsmen 
everywhere, There was a feeling of 
apprehension evident that Defender will 
fare badly if she has to tackle Valkyrie 
III. in light winds, but a general hope 
that alterations in her rig would so im­
prove her that she would be fit to beat 
Duuraven’a pet, blow high or low.
