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KETCHUM’S IMPROVED MOWING MACHINE.

‘We giveabove a correct representation of an ingeniousand well |
constructed muchine for the catting of grass. Of course these
wnnchines can only be used on smooth surfices, and on old and
well cultivated 1and, but in the oldest settled portions of Canndu,
a large proportion of the meadow lands could be mowed by
them. This machine has been put fairly to the test, by many
farmers in Western New York, and it is the opinion of those
who have used it, that it is destined to come into pretty
general use. We ave indebted to the New York Farmer and
Mechanic, for the following brief description of the machine :
« It will be perceived the knives as in reaping machines are a
simple saw, with tecth about three inches in leagth, ground
sharp, so as to match and form a gang of shears with the stec]
bars about an inch wide, which project between each of the
knives abont an inch beyond theie points, As the saw or gang
of knives are moved alternately to the right and left, by a crank
attached to the machinary, the gruss in contact with the knives, -
is, as it were sheaved off smooth at the surface of the ground, -
The machme though wholly of iron, weighsdess than 500 lbs.
is propelled with ease, and cuts the grass in a close and even
manner, and will cut in a perfect manner tes or twelve acres of
heavy grass per day, and cost &£25.”” There are a number of
farmers in Cahada, who have written to us respecting & tnowing
machine, and the answer we invarinbly gave them; was that
one would doubtlessvery shortly be inveuted by some ingenidus
American, as a very ligh preminm had been offered:for an
efficicnt oné of this discription.

When yon receive the dgriculturist from the Post Ofer,
before you cat open the pages, see that it bas been folded-pro-
perly.

When you wish to get the voluine bouud at the end.af
the year, it wili b: moielikely to huve escaped injury from it
