Simple and siraightforward in plan it embraces on the

xF ground flsor spicious vestibules, restsurants, toilet rooms, etc. Entrances
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will be found on each of the four sides of the building, those of the
notth and south sides being the most spacious and prominent. On the left
snd right sides of each entrance instide, statt broad flights of easy stairs
leading to the galierics. The gallerics aro sixty feet wide and twenty five
feet high from the gtound flaor, and are lighted on the tides by large
windows, and from sbove by a high clesr story extending arcund the
buildieg. The principal fronts of the Mices snd Mining building look

g southward on the grest Central Court and northward on the western and

middle J:kes and an island gorgeous with llywers. Over these main fronts
sre enormous asched entrances richly embeliished with sculptured decor-
ations emblematic of miniog snd i's sllied industries., Lsrge squere
pavilions ttand at each end of thete fronts, the pavilions being surmounted
by low doore, which mark the four corners of the building and are lighted
by large arched windows which extend through the galleries. The mnin
entrances and the pavilione ase teparated by richly decorated arcades furming

gallery floor level, which commands a fine view of the lakes and is'aunds to
