GREAT BRITAIN.
Indications point to a late beginning of

business for next season. The npinion
of British importers as to prices is divided.
With a stock at the London docks valued
at over £îi,ooo,ooo, some authorities pre.
dict that prices will break perhaps as
much as £2 a standard. The results of
recent sales seemn ta support this view, as
prices of deals showed further weakness.
At Liverpool there is a moderate stock of
pine deals. According to Messrs. Farn-
worth & Jardine's circular, the prices of
pine deals declined during the month of
October about £i per standard, first quai-
ity now selling at trom £22 to£28,second
quality at £18 ta £21, and third quality
at £12 tO £13 los. No change in the
prices of spruce deals is reported. Waney
pine is firni, but there is little demand for
square pine timber. There have been
large receipts of bitch planksat Liverpool,
and prices are slightly casier. At Glas.
gow, however, birci planks are said ta be
scarce and in good demand ai £8 îos ta
£,9 los per standard. A cargo of Halifax
spruce lias just been sold at Liverpool ai

£7 los.

For soie tinte past the Anerican dealers have
been resting on their oars, awaiting uhe result
of tie Presidential clect:tun, but urders front the
United States will now be sent in quick suc.
cession to Ottawa dealers and mill owners.

Owing to the fire wiich at the
very ouistart of tie scason wvi>cd out a lage
portion of tie standing stock, tilcre was but a
faitr movemcnt by barge. It improved, how-

ever, as the cut of the mills increased the stock.
The season's shipments, il is learned on reliable
authority, will he fully 30 ier cent. less tian
in the previnus year. The dearth of ocean
bottons and the increase in ocean freighta also
had their effect on the river shipments.

There lins been scarcely any change in pnces
in the Ottawa market during the past fortnight.
Lath is somewlat casier, but ail other Imes
remain firm. There is a growing demand for
mill culis and other cheap lines, in faut, the
supply falls short. Prices may reasonably be
expected to advance in ail the cheaper grades
before long. The demand has come from» both
local builders and otitside points, and promises
to be permanent. There is no increased de-
mand for higlier grades, the market remaning*
firm ai former pices.

Operations on the linits controllei by both
Ottawa and outside firms, including American
conpanies, nronise to ie equally as brisk this
comng wInter as they were last. On a con-
servative estinate it is agreed that fully 2,800
men have been sent to the woods from Uttawsa
and Hull. Lai ge gangs are being sent to their
respective limits by Gilmour & Hughson, J. R.
Booth, Huil Lumber Company and W. C.
Edwards. Gillies Brothers have sent men
during the past fortnight to their litits on the
Coulonge. Tihe E. B. Eddy Company have
had gangs forwarded to the Dumoine. Eddy
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& Jordan hired men through Johnson &
Chitly for Blind River. The same firm sup.
plied men for the Hlardy Lumber Company at
Trout Creek. and gangs were also forwarded
for the South River Lumber Company. Wages
continue Iigh. Many men are going to the
linnts fromî the farms, while others who have
been engaged for the suimer i Ota an
hlull buiding operations are nIso applying for
work on the limits. The close of the Ottawa
mills this month will also release nany men
and teams for the work on the limits, so that
the supply of labor is increasing.

MIr. Alex. Lumsden, M. L. A , who bas
charge of the extensive log driveson the Upper
Ottawa, is in the city. Mr. Lumsden states
that the present season's drive was fully 25 per
cent. greater tian last year's. As yet the num.
ber of logs brought down has not been com-
puted. M1r. Lumsden brought down logs from
the Dumoine, Mattawa, and other Upper
Ottawa trîbutaries for ail the Ottawa firms. îe
employed during the seasoi 300 men. The
prospects for the N.nters siwork on the limits,
nccording ta Mr. Lumsden, are excellent.

The Ottawa mills will close this month after
a busy season's work. The fire interfered with
the early operations ii Mr. J. R. Booth's mill,
and nwing to the destruction of the Hull Luin.
ber Company's mill that concern had to eut i
other snaller mills, with a reduced output.

The Ritchie mill at Aylmer was also destroyed
by fire, and this wili tend to reduce the total
cut of the combined mills. Next season two
new mills will likely be established at the
Chaudierc. Mr. J. R. Booth, according to
rumor, proposes to erect a large planing mill,
while a pulp mill will be erected on the site f
the Huil Lumber Company's mill.
