T4o Monitcur of this morning, in an articlo modestly
worded, again directs atteation to tho cfficiency of thu
French floating  batteries at Kinburn, and informs us
that we aro indobted to Louis Napoleon bimself for the
origin and porfecting of theso formidable engines.
Tho Fmperor, it appcare, has always been of opinion
that our largo vessels would be found unprofitable be-
foro tho walls of Cronstadt, and in a note last year to
Lie Minister of Marine, urged him *“not to risk vossels
with cighty guns and 1200 men on board, sod
which cost years 2nd vast sums to create, sainat stone
forlifications.” After the result of the first campaign in
tho Baltiv, the Emperor tarned his thoughts to the
realization of a jlotte de sitge. Experiments under
hisown eyc and inatructions were continually carried
on at Vincenres; ull mero naval qualitics were =et
aside, and tg the one object kept in view was to pro-
ducc on the water a true battris desidge.  When sufhic
ciently carried out and comnpleted, the Emperor's views
wets communicated to “our faithful and powerfunl
ally;” expericaced judges, after trial, to their own
great surprise, were compelled to confirm the results,
and each Power then undertook to construct a certain
number of the battertes, which have just been so suc-
cessfully tried at Kinburn,—Cor. Lon. Guardian.

RUSSIA,

The telegraphic news from the Crimea is eonfined
to a disastrous explosion at Inkermann, hslanced by
the destruction of a quantity of tuc enemys stores in
the Sea of Azofl. Tle firt intelligunce was commu-
nicated by the French Minister of War, in the Afon-
deur of Monday, giving the following despatch from
Marshall Dellissier, dated Scbastopel, Nov 16, 6 pam.:

¢ Our park of artillery (called park of the Aill))
oear InByrnann, was partly destroyed yesterday ag
4 o’clnc}: in tho alternoon, by tbe explosion of three
magozines, containing altegether 80,000 kilogramme,
of powder, 600,000 cariridges, 300 chargcd shells, and
athier projectiles. The ignited waterials, burled toa
distance, caused a violent conflsgration in the Eng-
lish park next to ours, and there also partial explosions
took place. At six o'clock the English and French
workmen ware masters of the fire.  Qur loss consists
of thirty killed, including two officers, and some hun.
dred wounded, among whom aro ten officers. How-
cver sad such an event is, we must still congratulate
ourselvesthat the consequences bsve not been moro
scrious and disastrous. I am not able to state the.
Yosses of our allies. I Lelieve they are about the same
xs our own. As nearly always happens in similar ca-
ses, itisdiflicult to ascertain the cause of the first ex-
plosion. ‘This is certainly a very lamentable accident ;
but our stores are so considerable that the resources
of the army arc nut in the slightest degreo affected
by @t

‘The English version is given in the first dispateh of
Gineral William Codrinaton, dated tsa samo day:—

“ A very heavy explosion of a store of powder at
the French sioge-train took place about 8 p. w. yester-
day. It communicated firs to our siege-traini close to it,
whero there was no powder, bot soms paval live shélls,
most of which were removed, but tho loss of lifo and
dawage done is considerable. The grest explosion
threw shell over the camp of our sicge.train and huts

of tho 1at Brigade, baing entirely damaged, but not by
fire. All officers and men were on tho spot at once,
and worked with good will and encrgy,and I saw ail
safe when 1 quitted, at 7 p.m, Kuled-~Deputy-As-
sistant Commissary Yollon, & A, and twenty-one non-
commissioned officcre and men wounndwl. Lisutenant
Dawson, R. A., lost Lis leg from the knee. Licutauant
Ioberts, dangerowly in tho arm. Licutenant Ecclo
and Assistant-Surgeon Reade, 2nd Daitation Rifle Ve
gade, olightly ; 116 brigade comtaissiontd ufilcers and
men, of whom forty-seven alightly. Missing—four

THE LATE MILITATY AFP2AY IN CONSTANTINODLE.
The following is from a Fronch letter, dated Con-
staotinople, Nov. 8th:—For some time past it had
been romarked that thore assembled, in tho neigbbor-
hood of St. Sophia, groups of Tunisians and Soltan
who bad looked with an evi! eye on tho strangers who
weto in the babit of visiting the mosques. For soms
days past their attitude had become more apgresiive,
and sevoral persons, among wlhom was & French
priest, wore insulted and vilicrwiso illtreated. About
five o'clock on Sunday evening, a corporal of Sappers
who happenued ¢o be going from the hospital of tho
University, was suddenly surrounded by Tunisian sol-
diers.  One of them bogan his insults by catcbing
bold of the beard of tho Sapper, and pullingit. The
corporal at first thovght it was a mere pleasantry, and
took it so, but he was toon undectived, when be be-
hold ono of theso fanatics attack bim with kis fiste, and
another attempt to throw him to the ground.  Another
drew his sabre, but inspite of the assistanca of iy
comrades tho corporal disarmed him, and call:d out
for suczour. A commissariat officer brought up somo
soldiery, and the Tunisians at onco mado off, excepl-
ing the man who drew his sabre, and wlo was con.
ducted to tho neighbouring French post, at the hogp-
tal of the University. A fow minutes afterwards the
Tunisians, who had gone to their barracks, rcturned
with fromn 100 to 150 of thoir comrades, all armed with
sabres, pistols and clubs, They demanded the relearo
of their companion with tho cry of ¢ Deaih to the
Frenchy’ and, without waiting {or a reply, commenced
flinging stones at tho windows, and rushed hke wad-
men to tho assault of the hospital. It was clear that
an cnergetio repression of the distarbauce bad becowe
necessary. Somu officers of tho cormiszariat, two gen-
darmes, the 23 soldiors that constituted the pos, and
tho Lospital attendzente, charged the Tuuisians with the
bayonet or sword. ‘Lhere woro no other mcans of
bringing theso barbarians to reason, and they lhad so
retire, carrying such of their comirades as wero wonad-
ed. Among tho latter wero a fow of the Softas, and
these bad not been the least forward to fling stones at
tho windows. The Tunisiane, having returaed to the
barracks, again issued forth completely armed, in defi-
ance of the Turkish officer who commanded the pest
of the barrack, and who was himself maltreated in bis
cflorts to appease their violence. It was thea that from
the angles of tho strects and the bouses near the Uni-
versity, the Tunisians opeued a vigorous and well-
sustained fire on the windows of the balls whers the
sick and wounded wero lying. The hospital attend-
ants, to whom asins wero issued for their prolection,
replied; tho soldicrs of the post and the gendarmes
who gaarded the principal entrance to the hospital also
ficed on the Tunisians, who bad to beat a rotreat again,
leaving on the ground several of their comnrades Zors de
combat. One fact excited great indignation, Two
Lospital attendants who were quietly returning to tho
hospital wore assassinated, and their dead bodies muti-
lated in tho most borrible manner. You can bardly
form an idea of what was bulield except by recallng
tho axposuza in tho Paris Morgue of the unbappy vic
tims wbo perished ip the accident on the Vorsailles
Railway 1 1842, 3L Blaise, licutenant in the navy,
and two commissariat vficers, were attacked iu front
of the ‘Tunisian artillery barracks. Tbe former, who
bad no weapon buta walking cane, received sabre cuts
which laid his bead open.  He staggered on to tho
gate of the hospital, where every atiention was admin-
istered to him. Tbe two commissariat officers took re-
fuge ia the houso of a Turk, the Jdoor of which was
open, and they remained there till tho following morn-
ing. M. Blaise kad alio tried to take refuge in a Turk-
ish guardhouse, but the officer exbibited the greatest
pusillapimity, and made no attempt to protect the 3
Frencbmen, who wers thue exposed unarmed in the
.midst of thess miscreants. Another French soldier,
'who was passing near the Sublime Porto was,in a most
cowardly manner, kilied bya pistol-shot fired by two
Tunisian soldiers. Great dixmay spread thronghaut

+the whole quarter of the ¢ity, and couriers-were sent

off to the Frenoh auihiorities at Para. Gen. Larcbey
and Gwn, Patigels, Bub-Intendant Misei, and A, Bout.
tier, Commandant of Gyodermerio, at once procecded
to Constantirople with & detachinest of troops from
the posts of Galata and Pera; but all was over Ly the
timo they atrived. Aebemst Itushdl-Pacha, Minister
of \War,and Mehemet Ali Pacha, Minister of Marive,
also proceeded to he hospital of the Univerricy. Tho
bo:pﬂal attendants of Galbane, who lad Leen sent for,
wore not nceded. Thus this unfortunsto affair bas
cost us throu men ussassinated ; a naval officer, an
apothecary, and threes commissariat officars have been
moro or fers sevarcly wounded, as alwo four Loapital
ordorlizs and two gendarmes. Tho very same even-
ing the Seraskier bad tho Tunisiany, to the number
of 250, disarmed, and éonducted to the Serarkesiat,
where they are in custodv, Complete satisluction bas
been promisced to M. do Thouveuu!, who bas exhibited
on tne occasion the tact and energy of wbich Lo bas
given wore than ono proof mnce his arrival at Con-
stantinople. A mixed comission bas been formed for
the purpose of inquuine into tho affair”

Later advices stato that & coasiderable number of the
‘Cunisians have been condemned to death, The Tunie
sian troops will ba sent to Batoum and Soukoum Kaleh.
