It appears from the ro-
searches mado by the Irench Napoleonic
scholar, Trederic Mason, who vouches for
the fact over his own sighature, that
Nupoleon, when a young licutenant, wrote
a Corsican story. manuscript of this he
confined to his uncle, Cardinal Tesch,
then Archbishop of Lyons. When Car-
dinal Fesch died in 1839, his papers were
intrusted to his Grand Viear, Abbe Lyon-
uet. Napoleon’s manuseript was sold by
the abbe to Libri, a member of the Acad-
emy and inspector of French libraries.
Libei sold this and some other manuscripts
to Lord Ashburnham for $40,000, and
from 1842 to a recent date Napoleon's
wanuseripts slumbered i Ashburnham
Castle.
