Thursday, the 7th, his Lordship, and Clergy,
attended a public meeting at the National Sc_ho_tﬂ,*for the
‘purpose of establishing a Diocesan Society, in connexion
with the Church of England, having for its objécts the
provision of spiritual instruction by Missionaries; the
education of children in Weekly and Sunday’ Schools;
the circulation of the Holy Scriptures, Common Prayer

by the Bishop. The meeting was well attended by a
number of ladies and gentlemén of the city, of the highest
respectability.

[His Lordship having taken the chair and appointed the
Rev. W. Dawes, Secretary, pro. tem., opened the pro=
ceedings with appropriate prayers selected from the Li-
turgy. His Lordship read a letter from the Hon. John
Pangman, who had been invited to move one of the reso«
lutions, stating his regret that sickness in his family pre-
- vented him from attending the meeting, and expréssing
his willingness “ cordially to co-operate in the support of
a Society from which great and important results may be
| expeeted.” The Honourable Mr. Justice Day, A.C. Bu-

chanan, Esquire, Q. C., J. 8. MeCord, Esquire, District
Judge, W. % Meredith, Esquire, Dr.. Crawford, T. B.
Anderson, and D. Fisher, Esquires, who were to have
seconded resolutions, were unavoidably prevented from
attending the meeting.—Montreal Herald.)

After prayers, the Lord Bishop took the Chair and
addressed the meeting.  His Lordship began by ebserving,
that the leading objects of the meeting had long become
manifest to all connected with the interests of the Church;
and that nothing could be of greater importance to the
community at large, than the coneentration in ‘the Church
of the direction of every department of spiritual and
moral education. ~ Missionary labour had been attended
with much benéfit; but, if properly and systematically
prosecuted, it was calculated, under ]§ivinq auspiees, to be
productive of still greater blessings. His Lordship al-
luded, in very gratifying and complimentary terms, to the
great good that had arisen-in all parts of the Empire, as
well as in foreign countries, from the exertions of the
different Societies established in the Mother Country for
the Promotion of Christian Knowledge and the Diffusion
of the Scriptures; and said nothing could be moré¢ condu-
«cive to the interests of the Association now in view, than
to enlist itself under the banners of such excellent institu-
tions, whose energetie spirit and perseverance ought to be
fully and, he hoped, permanently ::ec(_!gmte& by the
Society about to be formed. That principle understood,
it would be the duty of the Society to propagate the
. Gospel as mach as in it lay, as, indeed, it was the daty of
all to do all the good they could to their fellow ¢reatures,
thas producing joy on earth, and glory to God in the
highest! Every individual should lend a-hand in pro-
wioting so blessed an object; and there was scarcely any
person who could not save something: from their means
for so glorious an object as the Society mmemplated, for
those who had freely received ought to give libetally.—
The objects of the proposed Society had just claims upon
the exertions of all. In a new country like this, fast

could be otherwise than in a state of destitution of spiri-
tual education. Nature had done much for their tempo-
ral wants; but how many thousands were there, to whom
religious wants and instruction had ‘been deniéd; and
what would be the condition of their descendants, if the
present generation were negleeted, and no e¢ffort made to
supply them with what was most essential to theirpresent
and future happiness? All would depend upon the foun-
dation that should now be laid. The present opportunity
ought, therefore, to be seized for sowing the good seed;
but if not,what eould be expected but rank and poisonous
weeds?  The demands upon the Chureh were far beyond
her means; and his Lordskip observed, that almost every
“day brought new elaims before him which he eould not
supply. It would therefore be a disgrace to her members
if they were to sit with folded arms, and not help the
spiritnal wants of their destitute brethren; for neither the
Church, nor the Societies of the Mother Country combined
together, could do every thing, Their good example and
great exertions ought therefore to be imitated, where their
influence could not reach, by those who had their interests
at heart. They were now met for-that purpose, and he
hoped the good work would prosper, and that God would
shed down his Spirit to help and eneourage them, =They
beheld England, like a reservoir, pouring over the globe
the vivifying waters of spiritual education and Christian
knowledge; and it would be a shame and a reproach to
the members of the Church in this country,if their hearts
.did not glow with zeal and love, in promoting as m}lch as
they could the great and important objects in view.—
Where pecuniary means were wanting, their dew:out
prayers would avail much for the extension of the King-
dom of God; and his Lordship sincerely hoped that these
would be offered up at the Throne of Grace for the pious
purposes of the present meeting.

"Fhis is but a feeble outline of the Bishop's eloquent and
pious address, which was attentively listened to by the
meeting, amidst the applause of which his Lordship re-
sumed his seat at the head of the table, to receive the pro-
positions of the Clergy and others présent.

. 'The Honourable Chief Justice Reiv then came for-
ward, and proposed the first Resolution. His Honour
observed, that when he looked on the extensive - Diocese
over which the Right Reverend Chairman had been
placed—the number of the population—the cireumstances
of the great majority of them—the nature of their occu-
pations—and the distance of many of them from the means
of religious instruction, he was not surprised that the
present effort should be made for the relief of so many
supplicantsfor the words of truth and Christian knowledge,
and that his Lordship should be anxious for the establish-
ment of the proposed Association: Societies had;indeed,
already existed for carrying religious instruction into the
woods-and other regions of the country; but though the
means raised for this purpose had been efficiently applied,
vet they were far from being enough. . Seeing this, his
i.ord%ip, in the true spirit of his high vocation, had sub-
mitted the present plan to the public; and he (the Chief
Justive) had no doubt that every one capable of appre-
ciating: the importance of the proposed institution, would
afford it every possible support. They would rejoice at
the spread of the Gospel; for they knew that it would be
attended with the salutary consequences of making their
fellow creatures, good Christians and good citizens, as
well as useful members-of society ; and this was the great-
est gift of charity which.one man could bestow on'another.
His Honour concluded By hoping that every heart and .
liand would be lent to promote the objeots of the new So-
ciety; and. it only remuined sincerely to pray for its
success.- 3ok

The Rev..Dr. Bernune seconded the Resolution, by
observing, that there could not be a more glo_rious duty
than to spread the Gospel of truth to all regions of the
habitable earth. The Church had performed, and should:
always be ready to perform, her part in so noble an un-
dertakingy and he did not fear to predict that her desigus,
on the present occasion, would b fully responded to by
every one of her members. As, therefore, she was the’
best and most enduring channel of promoting Christian
knowledge and spiritual education, all were imperatively
called upon to give strength, efficiency,and concentration
to her designs. Wide as Fast was from the West, and
high:as Heaven was above the Earth, knowledge must
ultimately abound; but instruments and: means were ne-
cessary, and as such was the' providence,so it would be
the object of God’s protecting grace and power.. - Learn-
ing and science, wealth and fame were prosecuted with
incessant ardour by the children of men; nor were they
to be depreciated, for they were highly useful in promo-
ting the interests- of society, as now constituted. But
that knowledge which was from above, and whieh it was

The motion was seconded by the Rev. James Rem,
who strongly recommended zea{and unanimity in carry-
ing out the objects of the Society, founded as it was on
the best interests of humanity. A

The third resolution was then proposed by the Hon.
Mr. Justice GaLE, who observed, that it was unnecessary
for him to enlarge on the advantages that would be
derived from the establishment of the Society, these
advantages having been sufficiently explained already.
He should merely observe, that in promoting the objects
of such a Society, it was right that they should avail
themselves of human means; and he therefore trusted
that all who were able would extend to it every patron-
age and encouragement in their power. The Resolution
being seconded by the Rev. 8. S. Woop, was unanimously
carried.

Popery. But it is by no means a dry controversial dis-
cussion: The doctrines of Popery, in the aceredited
language of the Romish Church, are explicitly put forth,

illustrated from the annals of history, and the volumes
of travellers: The author writes calmly and sensibly,
and contents himself almost entirely by presenting facts,.
and leaving them to have their own legitimate effect.—
The excellent and learned Dr. Copleston, the present
Bishop of Llandaff, pronounces it “ An admirable work—
iitself a library on this subjeet;” viz. Popery. ¢ There is
not, I believe,” says his Lordship elsewhere, “so good a
thesaurus to be found anywhere, of all that relates to this
subject. Itis well arranged, accurate if its references
and authorities, copious in its quotations, and, although'
earnest and zealous for the truth, candid, charitable, and
moderate, avoiding all that can be deemed the language
of party spirit, or prejudice, or hostility.”

There is danger every time we go to Church, lest,
like the Pharisee in the temple, we should offend God by an
insincere.and formal worship—and yet that is no reason why
we should, ‘forsake the assembling of ourselves together as the
mannerof someis.” Thereis danger in every sermon we hear—
lest, while we acknowledge the soundness of argument, and
scriptural views which it contains, and feel urged by our con-
science to repent and amend our lives, we should nevertheless
put these thoughts from us, and wilfully continue in our old
sins and negligences. There is danger even in reading the
‘Bible, lest, like those unlearned, and unstable persons, who
wrested 8t. Paul’s Epistles to their destruction, we also, read-
ing it without faith and humility, should be injured rather
than edified. There is danger—fearful danger—in the Holy
Communion, lest we should receive it unworthily, and eat and
drink our own condemnation,—yet this is no reason why we
should disobey our Lord’s most solemn injunction. In the
one there is only danger—in the other there is positive sin.”

The Introduction is an interesting narrative. The
