His Lordsbip thea pro-
ceeded, and In the course of an exhn.umivo
and most lnstructive address said :~ My own
impregaton 18 thet the mass of Teutons até
natarally more Incilued to be governed than
to govern, which meins, since some one must
govern, government by ome or very fuw.
Hence, you observe that the introdactlon ot
Eoglish ideas under Malcolm Qanmorg com-
mences & political change, which went on to
the more complete acoeptance of Norman
ideas nader David I. These idens, however,
futroduced smong a wmainly Oeltic popula-
tion, were alwrys very Ilargely: modified
by.it. The struggle of the War of Ia-
dependence wag in a great measare a
‘popular Oeltic struggle against a more fully
developed Normanism ; and when what may
be catled Medmvalism fell, ae 1t seems to me
to hava fallen, npgon the field of Langside, the
leaders of the order of totags which then tri.
uamphed, however themsolves connected with
the Eoglish Court, were malnly indebted tor
thelr power to the support or complaissuée
of a population mainly Canmbrio Qelts. . And
it is in the hands of these malnly British
populations that the governfog power
has really einoe principally lain. XNever-
thelegs, 1t {8 diffiecnlt to form :a
very definite idea upon the natural poli-
tical {ostincts of the Cumbro-Ceitic 1ace,
because their almost invarluble tendency to
give way before Teutons prevents our baving,
as far as I know, any reslly typical inetance
of their nataral political development. My
own {mpreesion 18 that thelr jastinot. is
rewards the wide diseemfination of political
power, combined with the sentiment called
patriutism. It I might be purmitted a.bit of
»peculation, I wonld suggest that under new
circumstancss, such a8 a colony, this race

In Eogland
it was recelved with an indiftorence #o
profound as aimost 10 resemble unconscions-
negs, while the abolitlon of the monasterles
and the introductlon of the Euglish service-
vook produced armed resistance, In Soot-
land, on tke contrary, any approach to the
roysl supremsacy provoted thu most intsnse
oppoesition, although no attempt was made,
eXorpt for a time, which may be called an
episode, to meddle with exterasls. Fora
perlod of rome three cuntories, from the exe

cution ol Willlam Boutre, ia the relgn of Henry
1V, to that of Oliver Plunket, under Cberlos
1I., capital .punishment ou account of
religlous opinions snd prectices was qulle
common in Eagland, the frequency uctusily
rieiog at one time to an aversge of snme two
per week, In Eagpland, during the fifteanth
and sixteenth ceniuries, some 700 to 1,000
at least were put to desth for religlon aloue,
aport from such maesacres a3 that whien fol-
lowed, for Inatance, the Pligrimage ot Grace;
whereas in Scotland, during the same prriod—
that ig, til] the union of the Crowns—I have
only bsen able to find cloven cases of the
gort; and [ do not think that there
‘wers fny more—two at the brgtoning of
the fifteenth, and nine daorlng n perlod or
thirty.one years In the glxteenth century.

I think X might atmost venture to Bay that
the bistory ol races is an experimental
science, and that us the part and tne pregsnt
can be exp'aiaed 8o the present and the foture
osu be judged upon ethnological ground+,
better than npon dogwas of potitical achools
of thought or the modes of polliical part!zan-
ship, The relations of this conntry towards
our Teutonic nejzkbors have been deeply mo-
diflad st divers times eince the middis azes
closed, first by the action of the Haglish Ré-
public, sgain by the treaty of 1707, azain after
the 45, by what is practically toe abvohtion of
the cffice of Ssoretary of Hinte, and by divera
other thinge., But the arrapgement of
1707, though greatly muillated and altered at
times since, remnins a grest guif between the
Scotland of before and sisce, The objscts
which that arrapgement was derigned to pro-
mote were mainly dynestic and commerciat.
I cannot say that the history of the commer-
clal proeparity of tiils couotry seem to me to
stow that the Union bhrougit it aboumt. It
seema somsthing very like Tonterden steepls
and Qoodwin sands. The dypastio fact is
great and ablding, snd wocld now be great
and abiding under any clronmatances. But
underneath thig great fact there are divers
consequences which must needs claim the at-
tention of any thunghtfa! Scotchman. They
are mainly social aod political. I might
doubtiers clte many things, but I will refer
only to one—the notorions difficuity of got-
ting our nationa! busine«s done in Eoglund,
and when: it is done, done in contormity with
the sepae of the peopls of thiz country,
whether it be by nu: Eogl{sh minieter, with
his bauds full, or by an Imperlal Parlizment
whiob has more to do than it can accomplich,
and .iln which we ure ropresented on .u
scale .different . aod smealler than that
on which the other two kisgdoms e
reprehanted though 1 venture to think that
in intelligence ns well as in compacativy
wmaterlal. prosperity wyg are not inferior to
them.
