¥hat the Cronin Suspects Depend Upon to
Save thetr Necks:

CH10Ag0, November 15 —The defence in tha
Cronin case will devote ita attention principal y
to the proving of alibis for the suspects, Thl,u
is, in facb, its main bope so far as Coughlio, O’
Sullivan and Burke are concerned. As for
Kunze, his attorney does not think he is in any
danger whatever, notwithetanding tvhe testi-
mony of Milkman Mertes that he saw_the little
German and Coughlin drive up to the cottage
together. Should it be found, however, that
vhe alibi business does not take well with the
jury, Coughlin’s friends, aided by the suspect’s
wife, will do what they can to induce bim to
confess, .

There is no doubt that Coughlin has been
golicited to confessa many times, but has al-
wnys asserted that he has nothivg whatever to
tell. To one friend who saw him in the jail be
said :—

« Hell will freez over before I ever say any-
vhin

Azg:d it 1s the belief of the state that it is time
wasted for anyene to plend with him, He is
stubborz, has & certain pride which would pre.
vent his * splitting,” and has always borne the
reputation among his fritnds and companions cn
the pol ce force of being & desperate and danger-
ond man in an emergency, One fach weigbs
beavily with the sbate, however, and this ia that
if there is any one bebled the prisomer the lat-
ter will have no incentive to shield bim when
they find all hope gons. Burke and iceman
0O'Sullivan bave no family to be carea tor, while
Ooughlin hae & wife, but she would prefer to
see bim confess tham be cared for, even
luxuriously, as B widow by those who hired bim,
or wers influential in urging hin on to the
commission of the bioody deed.

An Ex-Fenian Conviet's Testimony In the
Cronin Trial.

CHI0AGO, November 16.—There waa & great
crowd at the opening of the court for the re-
sumption uf the Cronin trial this morning. The
first witnees was James Clanoy, correspondent
of the New York Herald, who testified on be-
half of the prosecution. He said he was sent
here by the Herald in May, to investizate the
Cronin caae, He called av O’Sullivan’s bou-e
on the morning of the day that Cronin’s budy
was discovercd, but before the diecovery had
been mwade. The witness continued : ** I acked
bim if he knew D¢, Cronin. He told me be had
known him for five yeara or sboudt five years,
aud that he had met him at a political meeting
in the 17¢h ward. I asked bim what he shoughs
of the disappearacce of Cronn. He said, to the
bast of my recollectivn, that he would turn up
somewhere ; furthermore that he did bov be-
lisve he had beenwurdered. I asked him aboud
the contract he had made with Dr. Cronin. He
sad in reference to thab copfract that Le bau
been introduced personally to Cronin s fow
weeks befure that time by Judee Mahoney.

*T asked him why he msde the contract. Ke
satd becsuse accidents bad happencd, and shen
eaid sum-thiog about wishing to have a phyai-
cian to attend to auythivg of the kina that
mizht occur in tho tuture. Tov convereativw
wau genersl about Cronin, aud when I stood up
to go I asked hiw again what be thovght of the
doctor’s disspptarance, snd oncs mors he eaid
he would turo up somewhere ail right, that he
did not belisve iy was murdered. I thenlefe.
1 called late 1n the evenicg of the same dey,
After hearing tbas the bady bad been found. I
asked him if he had beard the mews., Hae said,
‘No.’ Then there was a pauee. Then he eaid,
*1 heard when { was down town that a body
was discovered in the lake this morning, bub iv
hae not been identitied.” YWe were both stand-
ing at thie time,

Cronin found ? Isit trua? I said, * Of course,
I den’s know lor certain, I heard iv wae die-
covered in the catch basin and ie lying ab the
police atation about a mile from here.

It is only
a short distauce; comne along and identity the
body. It may nop be Dr, Cronin’s body. Let
us make sure.” He said : * No; Icouldn't. If
I et him in the street I might know him, but
I couldn’s identify bis body.’"”

In giving the answers made to him by O'Sulli-
van, witness’ voice was in & continual tremor
and the scene was » dramatic one. *T said:
*That is sirange.’ 1 urged him again and be
made an effort to move out of his chair into
which be had sunk when I firat broke the news
to bim,”

BENBATION IN COTHT.

Tho cross-examination of the witness then be-
gan.

Mr. Donsbue, with a gratified smile, was
about to put his next question, when the wit-
poss added the words, ** A policeman and I
were arrested.” The smile died away on Dcna-

WHY KUNZE OHANGED HIS NAME.

The witness then told in detail the story as
outlined bf Mr. Forrest. He gaid Kunze got
ioto a little bronble around his house and thab
tae keaper of a little dry gooda store threatened
to have him arrested. For this reason Kunge
lefs bis house and changed his pame.

Police Captain Schaack was nex: called. He
was qaestioned by Mr. Forrest as to livery
atable-keeper Dinar’s desoripion of the man
who got the white horse on vhe night of the
murder. The attorney reqnested the witnees to
lJet bim ses the noses of the convereation with
Dioan, but Scheack refused, saying his note
book contained other and private matters, Fin-
ally, however, he tore out the leaf containiog
the notes and handed it to Mr. Forrest. The
attorney then claimed the right to cross-examine
the witness as he showed a hostile dispomtion.
Toe courd held that, though the witoess might
be unwilling, he did not appear bo be hostile »ud
overruled the motion. Captain Schaack, in hin
direct examination, swid Din 'n's description was
given in the preseuce of Couglin and Chief Hub-
bard. By way of coinciding with suggestions
from Coughlin, one suggestion was that the
man wore a sbifl hat.

DISCOURAGING FOR THE DEFRNCE.

In cross-examination e songht toshow that
subsequently Dinan said she map wore a soft
hat pulled down over his eyea and that Schaack
failed to call Dinan’s attention to the discrep-
ancy, bub the court ruled 1t out. Then there
was a struggle over an attempy by the state to
show that Schaack was not a hoetile witness by
showiog that ab the time of the interview in
which Dinan described the driver of the white
horee he relied more upon the atatements of
Qoughlin than he did upon Dinan’s, Finally
the court admitted i, and the witness testified
that he had @ good deal of reliance in Coughlin
ab thay time. Then the driving of the white
horse to Mra. Conklin’s house and her
failure to identily the animal were gone
over. ‘The captain said Mrs. Conklin ae-
sumed an uniriendly sttitude during the pro-
oceeding.

James Hyland, a freight bandler on $he Lake
Shore railway, testified that he and his cousin,
Jerry Hyland, oslled on O’Sullivan abous eeven
o'elock on the evening of May 5, They took
supper with O'Sullivan, and on leaving between
pine and ten he and his oousin and U'Sulliven
wenb to & ealoon near by and had two glasees of
sherry and cigare, At the request of Mr. Wing,
Dan Coughlio, the prisoner, stepped forward
and the witness atvod beside him. The witness
was & half & head taller than Couvghlin. At the
request of counsel for the defence the witness
then stepped down into .hbe frons of the jurors
and his conein Jerry being. ranged slongside of
him the jurors were sd.rded an opportunity of
poticing the likeness between the two men,
Jeremish Hyland wat thon swora,

Hyland cokroborated the testimony of his
cousin, The witness took a position beside
Kunzs that the jury might judge as So any
similarity between them, This withesw’ testi-
mony wae clear and more definite than that of
hiscousn, He identified the saloon and gave
its street and number. This is the salcon owa-
ed by Nebman, and the evident objeat of the
testimony of the cousing, who have just been
discavered by the defence, ia to break the force
of Nehman’s testimony. His evidence was very
dsmaging. He swore tbat on the n'ghb of the
murder between 19 and 11 o'clock O'Sullivan,
Qoughlin and Kunze came into the saloon, that
they talked myateriously and in low tones, and
drank swo glasses of sherry and took a oigar
each. The teatimony of the Hylands was intro
duced for the purpose of discrediting and show-
ing it 'was O’Suilivan and the two Hylauds who
were in the saloon on the might of May 5th,
instead of O'Sallivan, Coughlhn and Kunzes on
the night of May 4th. :
