The Secretary of State presents bis compliments to His Excellency
Ambassador of Canada and bas the honor to refer to bis note No. 106 of Mý
4, 1948, proposing that an agreement be entered into between the Governmn
of the United States of America and Canada in tbe following terms:

Mlemorandum of Agreement

In order to improve the sanitary practices prevailing in the shel
industries of the United States and Canada, it is agreed as follows:

1. Wba.tever manual of recommended practice for sanitary control of
sbellfish industry is approved by botb the UJnited States Public Healtb Ser
and the Canadian Departnient of National Healtb and Welf are will be regtl
as setting f ortb the sanitary principles, that will govern the certification of SI
fish shippers.

2. The degree of compliance with tbose principles obtained by the S
authorities of tbe United States will be reported to tbe Canadian Departil
of National H-ealth and Welf are by tbe United States Public Healtb Ser,
and the degree of compliance obtained by tbe Provincial and otber coulpe
authorities in Canada will be reported by the Caniadian Departuient of Natti
Health and Welf are to tbe United States Public 1?ealtb Service.

3. Wbenever inspections of sbellfish hiandling facilities or of shellfisb 9
ing areas arc desired by either party to this Agreement, the other party
endeavor to facilitate sucb inspections.

4. Tbis Agreement may be terminated by cither party giving tbirtyd
notice.

Tbe miemorandumn of Agreement as set forth above iýs acceptable t
Government of the United States of America. As proposed in His Exeliel
note, therefore, that note and the present reply are regarded as constituti1
Agreement hetween the two Goverrnents effective on the date of the r
note.
