Regulation 31
Separation of Accommodation Spaces from Machinery, Cargo and'Service

Spaces (Methods I, II and ll)
The boundary bulkheads and docks separating accommodation spaces

from machinery. cargo and service spaces shall be constructed as " A" cas
divisions, and these bullcheads and docks shaHl have an insulation value tO
the satisfaction of the Administration having regard to the nature of the
adjacent spaces.

Primary dock covorings within accommodiation spacos. control statios
stairways and corridors shail be of material wluch will not roadily ignite n
as approvod by the Administration.

Regulation 33
Protection of Vertical Stairways

(i) Ail stairways shaH be of steel frame construction and shall ho wite

enclosures formed of " A" class divisions, with positive moans of closure 8
ail openÎngs from the lowest accommodation deck at Icast to a level wbich'
is directY accessible to the open dock, except that:-

(a> A stairway servlng oniy two docks need flot be enclosed provi4d h
integrity of the decik is maintained by proper bulkhoads or d0
at one level.

(b) Stairways may bo fitted in the open in a public space provklo4 1111«
lie wholly within such public spaco.
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
