addressed the closing plenaries.

Canada engaged in active dialogue,

beginning late in 1989, on the restruc-

turing that would be necessary follow-

ing the profound changes in Europe.

This dialogue was pursued at the Open

Skies Conference, at NATO, and bilat-

erally at very senior levels. By the end

of the year, EAITC was actively engaged

in promoting Canadian ideas on the

role of the CSCE in the European

architecture and in positioning Canada

to play a prominent role in this ongoing

process, including a probable CSCE

Summit in the autumn of 1990.
