
PROTOCOL TO THE NORTH ATLANTIC TREATY ON THE ACCESSION OF~
GREECE AND TUREY

The Parties to the~ North Atlantic Treaty, signed at Washinto
4th April, 1949,

Being ,satisfied that the security of the North- Atlantic. area. will
enhanced by the accession of the Kingdom of Greece and the Republic
Turl<ey to that Treaty,

Agree as follows --
ARTICLE I

Upon the entry into force of this Protocol, the Government of the Unit
States of America shall, on behaîf of ail the Parties, communicate to t
Governent of the Kingdom of Greece and~ the Government of theReub
of Turkey an invitation to accede to the North Atlantic Treaty, as it may
modified by Article II of the present Protocol. Thereafter the Kingdomn
Greece and the Republie of Turkey shaîl each become a Party on the do
when it deposits its instrument of accession with the Government of tf
United States of America in accordance with Artic1le 10 of theo Treaty.

ARTICLE II
If the Republic of Turkey becopies a P'arty to the North Atlantic Treat

Article 6 of the Treaty shall, as from the date of the deposit by the Goveli
ment of the Republic of Turkey of its instrument of accession with t,
Governiment of the United States of America, be modified to read as follows:ý

"For the purpose of Article 5, an armed attack on one or more of tl
Parties is deemeci to indlude an armed attack-
(i) on the territory of any of the Parties in Europe or North Amier*e

on the Algerian Departments of France, on the territory of Turlçe
or on the ilands under the jurisdlction o! any of the Parties in tl
North Atlantic area north of the Tropic of Cancer;

(iü) on the forces, vessels or aircraft of any of the Parties, when in,
over these territories or any pther ae i urpe in whh cuai-
forces of any of the Parties were stationed on the date whenC
Treaty entered into force or the Mediterranean Sea or the Nor
Atlantic Area north of theç Tropic of Cancer."

ARTICLE III

The present Protocol shall enter into force when each of the Pari
to the North Atlantic Treaty has nGtlfied the Govrmn o! the United Stt
of America of its acceptance thereof. The Gornment of the United Ste
of America shail inform ail the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty of t
date of the receipt of each such notification and o! the date of the entry iI
force o! the present Protocol.

ARTICLE IV
The present Protocol, o! which the English and French texts are qe

authentic, shahl be deposited in the Archives o! the Government of the Tnt
States of America. Duly certifid copies thro shl be transmitted by tl
Government to the Governments of ail the Parties to the North AtId
Treaty. -
