
It is understood that, in so far as any point is not covered by any ,
visions of the preceding ýarticle, the existing principles and rules of mi
law shall remain in force.

ARTICLE 19

Nothing in the present convention shall affect the provisions of f
convention or agreement in force between any of the high contract:
relating to nationality or matters connected therewith.

ARTICLE 20

Any high oontracting party may, when signing or ratifying t
convention or acceding thereto, append an express reservation exc
one or more of the provisions of articles 1 to 17 and 21.

The provisions thus excluded cannot be applied against the contra,
who has made the reservation nor relied on by that party against
contracting party.

ARTICLE 21

If there should arise between the high contracting parties a disp
kind relating to the interpretation or application of the present conv<
if such dispute cannot be satisfactorily settled by diplomacy, it shall
in accordance with any applicable agreements in force between the p
viding for the settlement of international disputes.

In case there is no such agreement in force between the parties,
shall be referred to arbitration or judicial settlement, in accordanc
constitutional procedure of each of the parties to the dispute.
