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the Parties shall develop and implement regulatory and
non-regulatory programs to reduce phosphorus loading from
industrial discharges, and continue to develop and implement
new technologies, as necessary;

the Parties shall assess and, where necessary, develop and
implement regulatory and non-regulatory programs to reduce
phosphorus loading from agricultural and rural non-farm point
and non-point sources including:

(a) programs to assess the effectiveness of current
phosphorus management options including best
management practices; and

(b) programs to support the ongoing development and
implementation of new approaches and technologies
for the reduction of phosphorus from agricultural and
rural non-farm sources;

the Parties shall take appropriate measures to reduce
phosphorus in household laundry and dishwashing detergents
and household cleaners to 0.5 percent by weight, where
necessary to meet the Substance Objectives for phosphorus
concentrations, loading targets, and loading allocations
apportioned by country to be developed pursuant to this
Annex;

the Parties shall evaluate programs and practices to manage
phosphorus inputs;
