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May 27, 1959, which indicates the strong
financial position of the group and the extent
and importance of its operations, which are
world wide.

In Canada seven members of the group
were operating in 1959 and were licensed by
the department of insurance at Ottawa,
namely the Royal Exchange Assurance, Car
and General Insurance Corporation Limited,
The Motor Union Insurance Company Lim-
ited, the Local Government Guarantee So-
ciety Limited, National Provincial Insurance
Company Limited, the State Assurance Com-
pany Limited and United British Insurance
Company Limited.

During the year 1959 the premium income
of the royal exchange group from its Cana-
dian operations was in excess of $10 million.
The group has on deposit with the depart-
ment of insurance in Ottawa securities having
a value in excess of $12,250,000.

The National Provincial Insurance Com-
pany Limited, the Local Government Guar-
antee Society Limited and the State Assur-
ance Company Limited have now withdrawn
from doing business in Canada to make way
for the new company.

I would like to underline the last paragraph
here, Mr. Speaker. The objection is some-
times raised that there are too many insur-
ance companies doing business in Canada
and that accordingly new companies should
not be incorporated. This, of course, is not
a very sound argument and one with which
the superintendent of insurance does not
agree, especially in this case. In any event,
it is met in the present case by the fact
that there are three British insurance com-
panies about to withdraw from business in
Canada, if of course parliament approves
of this, and they will be replaced by one
company which will be a Canadian company
doing business in Canada.

I sincerely hope, Mr. Speaker, while my
remarks have been relatively brief in relation
to a complicated subject, that I have supplied
hon. members of the house with enough in-
formation, under the circumstances.
