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PUBLIC SERVANTS-TRANSFERS AT PUBLIC EXPENSE

Question No. 730-Mr. Herbert:

1. Is a public servant from a distant city, who enters and wins a
competition for a position in the National Capital Region, transferred
at public expense?

2. Is a public servant in the National Capital Region ineligible to
enter a similar competition in a distant city by reasort of transfer coats?

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Preaident cf Treasury Board): 1.
Yes, paragraph 1.04 cf the Treasury Board Relecation
Directive, December 1973 states: "When an employee is
transferred or his place cf duty is changed te another
location'and, in the opinion of the deputy head, payment
of part or all cf an employee's relocation expenses is
warranted, the deputy head may authorize a relocation
under the terma cf this directive.'1 Paragraph 1.05 states in
part: "Once a relocation has been authorized; (a) the
employee shaîl be reimbursed his reasonable and justifi-
able relocation expenses.-" Paragraph 1.07 states: "Where
a relocation results from a transfer between departmnents,
the cost shaîl normally be borne by the receiving depart-
ment. However, costs may be shared by the receiving and
sending departments where it is to their mutual advantage
and prier arrangements have been made."

2. No, a public servant anywhere may enter any
competition.
