1 tbink it is very sad that after
four years of repeated requests, the CBC bas yet to find a
solution to a minor problem that migbt cost them about
$250,000. Mr. Speaker, I amn repeating my request and I want
to make sure that the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation
takes the appropriate action so that the community of Kegaska
can receive television broadcasts in 1984.

LABOUR RELATIONS
CLEANERS' STRIKE AT TORONTO'S FIRST CANADIAN PLACE

OFFICE TOWER

Mr. Dan Heap (Spadina): Two hundred immigrants, mostly
Portuguese women, bave for several years cleaned the offices
and stores in First Canadian Place, Toronto's biggest and
snazziest office tower. Altbougb tbe owners, Olympia and
York, are wortb $3.5 billion, tbe cleaners are expected to
support families on $5.83 an bour. Tberefore tbey went on
strike on June 4, led by tbeir union, tbe Food And Service
Workers of Canada.

Support for tbe strike is strong among the union members
and witbin the Portuguese community in Toronto, many of
wbom have joined tbe picket line. However, the strikers are
sbocked to find tbe Government of Canada trying to help tbe
employer break tbe strike.

Canada Employment Centres are sending unemployed
workers to cross tbe picket line. Not only does tbe Goverament
use poor people against poor people, but it uses the workers'
own unemployment insurance payments to defeat tbe workers.
It is intimidating tbe unemployed by suggesting that if they do
not cross tbe picket line tbey may lose their entitlement to
unemployment insurance.

The Portuguese cleaning women on strike, and alI other
workers, are angry at wbat is called "beîng kicked witb tbeir
own boot."

I demand that tbe Minister of Employment and Immigra-
tion (Mr. Roberts), wben bie returns from bis paid vacation
witb the leadersbip campaign, immediately make a public
declaration assuring unemployed workers tbat tbey wîll not
lose tbeir entitiement to unemployment insurance by respect-
ing and refusing to cross a legal picket line.
