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projectcd deficit of $32.8 billion in tbe forthcoming year,
senior citizens wili stili be better off in Canada than anywhere
cisc. Full universality of old age security pensions wili be
guaranteed. No current pension income wili be reduced to
fight inflation or to cut the deficit. Full indexation of guaran-
teed income suppiements for tbe most needy wiii be
maintained.

Cost of living supplements will be paid to ail pensioners
wben the Consumer Price Index riscs above 3 pcr cent. Indexa-
tion of spousai and veterans pensions wiii continue. Larger
contributions to RRSPs wili be pcrmitted tax free. Plan bold-
ers wiil be aiiowed to purchase shares in Canadian-owned
corporations. Bcst of ail, inflation wiil bc checked by respon-
sîbie fiscal policies. Canada wiil stili bave a better Oid Age
Security Program than anywbere cisc in the world.

SALE 0F CROWN CORPORATIONS

Mr. Gilles Bernier (Beauce): Mr. Speaker, I wouid like to
take tbis opportunity to recail tbe new approacb taken by tbe
Govcrnmcnt witb respect to Crown corporations, as set fortb in
tbe Budget brought down last Tbursday by the Minister of
Finance (Mr. Wilson).

I was giad to bear tbat Crown corporations witb a commer-
cial value but no ongoing public poiicy purpose wiii be sold. In
tbis connection, tbe Government intends to divest itself very
shortiy of Telegiobe Canada and Canadian Arsenais Limited,
as weli as its intercst in the Canada Deveiopmcnt Corporation.
Crown corporations witb no commercial value and no effective
public policy purpose wiii bc dissoivcd or absorbed witbin
existing dcpartmnents. Tbirtccn corporations bave already been
identified.

Mr. Speaker, Government operations must be leaner. It is
not cnougb to be weli-intcntioned. A vigorous effort is needed
to streamiine and enhance tbe efficiency of our public adminis-
tration. For 20 years, Crown corporations bave been ailowed to
proliferate. Twenty years of wbite clcpbants!

Spending public moncy to make tbeir dreams of centraliza-
tion corne truc, tbat was tbe goal of tbe Liberai Governmcnt.
We were eiected to dlean up tbe mess, and that is wbat wc are
going to do.

IMPACT ON REMOTE REGIONS

Mr. Fernand Robichaud (Westmorland-Kent): Mr. Speaker,
tbe people of New Brunswick were appalied to bear tbat the

Progressive Conservative Government bas decided to ignore
their needs in its Budget.

It is indccd discouraging wben we realize that the Govern-
ment bas dccided to stop encouraging our regional smaii- and
medium-size businesses by cutting federal grants by $100
million tbis year and $1i50 million next year.

It is discouraging wben we bear that the transportation
sector wili lose $75 million tbis year. and we ail know bow vital
tbis sector is to tbe Atlantic Provinces. It is aiso discouraging
to realize tbat the price of gas bas gone up again, especialiy
since in the Maritimes, the prîce of gas is aiready very bigh. It
is very discouraging to bear tbat transfer payments to the
provinces wiii bc limited from now on.

It is dîscouraging to be bit witb a bost of tax increases tbat
wiii reduce tbe disposai income of consumers and resuit in
more employment. It is discouraging to bear tbat Old Age
Security pensions and family ailowances wili no longer bc
indexed to tbe consumer price index.

Finaliy, it is reaily discouraging wben we realize tbat mid-
dle- and iow-income Canadians in remote areas stand to suffer
most as a resuit of tbe draconian policies tbe Progressive
Conservative Government bas decided to inflict on Canadians.

LEBANON-ASSAULTS ON PALESTINIAN REFUGEE CAMPS

Mr. Bob Corbett (Fundy-Royal): Mr. Speaker, tbe three
Paiestinian refugee camps of Sabra, Sbatiia, and Bourj
ai-Barajneb bave corne under armed assauit by the Sbiite
Amal militia and tbe Lebanese Army Brigades. Anotber
Palestinian refugee camp bas been encircied by tbe Amal
militia.

During the attack the Gaza Hospital was partially
destroycd, and 95 wounded Paiestinians wcre murdered in
tbeir bospitai bcds. Some 450 Paiestinians refugees were
kiiled, and over 2,000 were wounded in tbe figbting. Another
2,000 Paiestinians bave been kidnapped. No distinction is
being made bctween men, women, and cbildren.

Tbe Paiestinian refugec camps bave corne under continuous
and mcrciicss sbeiiing. No supplies bave been allowed in, nor
bave the woundcd been evacuated. The Red Cross bas been
denied permission to administer bumanitarian assistance. Vic-
tims arc being ailowed to die wben tbey could have iived.

I urge the Government of Canada, as a conscientious and
bumanitarian body, to cali upon tbe Governments involved to
hait the borror. I aiso cail upon the Government of Canada to
make immediate representations urging provision be made to
ailow the admittance of medicai and food supplies into the
camps, to permit tbe evacuation of tbe wounded and buriai for
the dead, to provide safety for tbose in medical centres wbo arc
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
