is flot exactly tbe most important question we have to discuss. 1
agree. Nevertheless, it is a matter of basic parliamentary
procedure, and if we let this pass, how often is this going to

happen in the future and how often bas it already happened in
the past?

Senator Flynn: Lt happens all the time!

Senator Corbin: Well, in tbat case, let's get together in front

of the Centennial Flame this evening and burn Beauchesne's,
because he is no use to us any more.

Senator Flynn: We can burn Beauchesne's and your ques-
tions as well.
