The allegation, In short,
made by an oll company of Hamlltoxf,‘ Ont.,
which Imports coal ofl from the United
States, Is that the two big rallways favor
the Standard Ol Co., now in control of
the product of the oll fields of Ontario.
This fuvoritism, so it is alleged, charges
higher rates for American -oil than ‘for
Canadian oil. 1 v

The rallways are here already, and thelr
case will be argued by B. B. Osler for the
Grand Trunk and ex-Judge Clark for the
C.P.R. Mr. Wainwright and Mr. Loud, for
the Grand Trunk and Mr, Bosworth for
the C.P.R., are also here, to-glve expert
testimony. The rallways will plead that
they do not violate the law against discrim-
ination, and, any way, if they do give the

is on the line of national policy, and favor-
able to the Canadian oll fields. But to
this an answer is made that the two big
corporations only began this patriotic wprk
after the Standard people gobbled the. Ca-
nadian wells,

Practically the two great raillway corpora-
tions of Canada are employing our ablest
lawyers to strengtl‘en the settlement in
Canada of the greatest and most aggresive
monopoly. the world has ever known.

River ought to be diverted into Ashbr&dgé's
Bay, so as to avoid the deposit of silt in tha
harbor, the real cause of the low water. In
a ‘word, the deputation urged that Toronto
harbor ought to be raised to the standard
of the new St. Lawrence Canals, which
wiil, when completed this year, allow of
vessels drawing 14 feet of water to cowe
from either the sea or the maritime ports,’

Arguments Advanced.
