He said it would
rﬂ}uire,n yearly payment of §2600, princi-
pal and interest, for 20 years, to wipe out
the debentures,

It was agreed by the committee to recom-
mend the issuing of the debentures.

The financers decided to call for tenders
to be in by June 5 for the various issues :
Waterworks, $200,000, 30 years; good roads,
$150,000, 20 years, and schools, $36,000, 20
years, all at 3l per cent. interest.
