CHARGES THAT

CARVELL TRIED
T0 GET VOTES
OF SOLDIERS

Sensational Evidence Given by
Lieutenant at St. Johns
Investigation.

COL. McLEOD MENTIONED

Evidence to Show Carvell
Tried to Divert Votes He
Did Not Need.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Montreal, Sept. 18.—Evidence indicat-
ing that Hon. Frank D. Carvell had tried
to secure the vote of the soldiers of the
Canadian Engineers training depot at
St. Johns, Que., until he found that he
wag to be returned by acclamation, and
that after that he had tried to have
the vote turned over to Col. F. H. Mc-
Leod in York County, N. B., when he
found he himself would not need these
votes, was introduced at the royal com-
mission to investigate into the charges
against officers and men of the C. E. T.
D. at St. Johns by Lieut. Adhey, in the
course of Adhey’'s evidence.

Efforts by Mr. Geoffrion, K. C, to show
that there must have been some pre-
arranged plan for the election in order
to secure the voting of some 517 or
more soldier voters there, out of about
800 for the Chambly Vercheres Unlonist
candidate This was denied by officer
after officer, all.of 'whom declared that
there had been no plans for the election
and affirmed strongly that there had
been no orders or efforts in an organ-
ized way to make the men of the depot
vote one way or the other

Hard To Get Evidence.

Mr. Geoffrion was ironic in the course
of his examinations, and repeatedly tried
to draw witnesses out as to whether
it was by a miracle or mere coincidence
that so many hundred soldiers who had
come from all over the United States
and Canada should have decided to vote
en masse for Jos. Ralnville, the defeated
candidate in Chambly Vercheres. But
no matter how he cross-examined the
military witnesses he failed to bring out
any evidence to show that there had
been any plans or instructions to turn
the vote at the St Johns barracks for
Mr. Rainville. Much time was spent
on this, but every officer of the many
examined insisted that there had been
no plan, simply a general talk on the
situation and an understanding that
thelr votes were needed to help out
Mr Rainville in Chambly-Vercheres.

Springs a Sensation.

The sensation of the investigation was
reached when Lieut. E. T. Adney, an
American volunteer with the C. E. T. D.,
was called in the afternoon and made a
series of rhetorical replies to Mr. Geof-
frion’s questions that at times caused a
stir of applause in the court. This was
especlally the case when Lieut. Adney
referred to the necessity of guarding the
lines at home against slackers and other
disloyal elements in this province, re-
marking that since he could not get to
the trenches he had at least got into the
defence lines here, and that real peace
had not come in this province until the
bullets had started to fly.

Wheaton, U. S. A., retired, died last
night in a hospital followi an opera-
tion. Gen. Wheaton served throughout
the civil war and won the Medal of
Honor for bravery in action in the
Spanish-American conflict. He was 80
years old.

DRIVE THE WEDGE INTO GERMANY
WHILE THE OPPORTUNITY PRESENTS
ITSELF, URGES PACIFIST NEWSPAPER

Promptness and Substance of

President Wilson’s Reply to

Austria’s Peace Proposal Meets With the Heartiest
Approval of L ondon Press.

London, Sept. 18.—The promptness, as
well as the substance of President Wil-
son’s reply to Austria-Hungary is ap-
proved by the London morning papers.
Even the pacifist Daily News urges the
Allies to follow the American lead and
indorse the points enunciated by Presi-
dent Wilson, using the situation to drive
the wedge into Germany and her Allles.

The Times admires the promptitude of
the reply as heartily as it agrees with
the stand taken by the president.

The Morning Post says the answer is

framed in the only terms which befit
the occasion.

The Dally Chronicle thinks the Allies
cannot fali to be influenced by Presi-
dent Wilson’s example, which makes it
certain that they will reject the Aus-
trian invitation. The Chronicle con-
tends, however, that their position is
different than America’s, and that their
reply ought to be framed so as to car-
ry a message of hope, and not despair,
to the masses of Germany and Austria-
Hungary.

Exhorted Men To
Stand But Hits
Highspots Himself

German General Preaches One
Thing and Practices
Another.

British Headquarters in France, Sept.
17.—(Canadian Press dispatch from

Reuter’'s, Limited).—A captured docu-
ment, signed von Morgen, dated Sep-
tember 10, and addressed to the 14th
Reserve Corps, near St. Quentin, says:

““Hitherto, owing to military reasons,
we have allowed the English to occupy
desolate enemy country. Now, however,
you have taken up strong defensive
postions. Not one foot more of ground
is to be given up.”

The document exhorts the men to de-
fend their homes, their families and the
fatherland, and adds:

‘“You are more than a match for the
enemy, who only attacks with® dash
when accompanied by -tanks. These we
will destroy. I expect every man, from
general to junior private, to do his duty
in the imminent decisive battle.”

Von Morgen was the general who
streaked off in a motor car early in our
attack.

DUCK SHOOTER DROWNED.

Lindsay, Sept. 18.—Thomas Hutton of
the G. T. R. bridge building gang has
beer drowned, and his brother-in-law,
Jam -8 Hickey, narrowly escaped a sim-
ilar fate, in the Scugog River. While
duck shooting, their launch, who ran
into weeds, struck a log and capsized.
They were unable to extricate them-
selves from the weeds, and Hutton was
dead when help came. He leaves a fam-

ily and seven children.

London, Sept. 18.—In reply to
the message sent by Premier
Lloyd George to Gen. Pershing,
congratulating him on the
American victory in Lorraine, in
which the premier, who received
the news on his sick bed, de-
clared it was ‘‘better and in-
finitely more palatable than any
physic,”” the American com-
mander has sent the following
telegram :

““Your congratulations are
deeply appreciated, Ji shall be
the endeavor of the American
army to supply you with oceca-
sional doses of the same sort of
medicine as needed from now
until the final vietory has been
attained. I trust this will find
you fully recovered from your
illness.”’

SPANISH INFLUENZA
INTHREE U. S, GAMPS

Two Deaths Are Reported at
Camp Devens.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 18.—Spanish
influgnza now has become epidemic in
three army camps, Surgeon-General
Goregas announced today. There are
1,500 cases at Camp Devens, Mass.,
1,000 at Camp Lee, Va., and 350 at Camp
Upton, N. Y. The disease, Gen. Goregas
sald, has appeared in only a mild form.
Two deaths thus far have been reported,
both at Camp Devens.
