Paris, Feb. 22.—(By the Associated Press).—Out of the great

umber of contradictory statements being made public concern-
ing the disposition of German warships which have been seized,
this much may be accepted as a definite official fact:

Great Britain insists that these ships be destroyed.

This proposition, it is understood, will be put before the |
supreme war council as a part of the British propesals for definite
peace terms. The published assertion that these ships will be
destroyed would seem premature, since there is considerable op-
position to the plan, especially on the part of France.

Opposition has been voiced in various quarters to the destruc-
tion of ships on the ground that they present, not only a military
force, but also material required for industrial purposes.
