Nelson . R. Butcher, official reporter;
for their railway commission, who tra-|
veled with the commissioners thruont‘
the whole of their journey of between |
7000 and 8000 miles, covering the whole
of the Canadian Northwest and British
Columbia, contributes to The World the
following comprehensive account of the !
business transacted. The travellng‘
board consisted of the Hon. A. G. Blair
fmd Dr. James Mills, with George Blair, !
jr., law clerk and acting secretary. The
Hon. Mr. Bernier remained in Ottawa
to look after the matters which can be
attended to by one commissioner. A.|
D. Cartwright, the secretary, also re-|
mained to complete the organization of |
his new department, {

The business of the commissioners di-
viged itself into two branches; first, the !
hearing of complaints regarding railway |
matters;-second, visiting the whole ter- |
ritory with a view of getting as nearly |
as possible a practical knowledge of ihe |
requirements of the farining and ranch-
ing industries of Manitoba and the ter-|
ritories, and the lumber, shingle, mine-!
ral, coal, fish and fruit interests of|

Rail- |
way facilities thruout the great west!
have grown up in some cases-in ad-|
vance of gsettlement, in other cases con-|
current with it, and in some instances|
have  followed business development.
The freight /tariffs are an evolution, '
based upon conditions and circum-|
stances  existing at these various|
periods. They are so far-reaching mi
their effects and so interlaced with the|
building up of industries at certain peri-|
ods that many industrial enterprises are |
dependent upon these special rates, and |
even changes which, on their face, seem |
gminently fair, react on some other in-,
dustry fostered or brought into @xist-|
ence by reason of the necessities of the |
case at some former period.

Acquired Practical Knowledss .

This phase of the matter was so
strongly developed that in dealing with |
these cases the commissioners have pro- |
ceeded with extreme caution. They!
have traveled nearlw 8000 miles, cover- !
ing the main line of the C.P.R. to t%e;
coast, the branches to Prince Albert|
and Edmonton, returning thru the|
Kootenay district and the Crow’s Nest |
Pass, including the Macleod and BEd- |
monton branch. They also covered the
Canadian Northern between Fort Wil-|
liam and Winnipeg. They visitad|
the Port Arthur and Fort William
terminals,  inspected - the facilities!
afforded for the storage and trans-ship-
ment of grain; at Rainy River and in
Lritish Columbia they visited the large.
inmber mills; they had meetings in Win-
nipeg, Carberry, Brandon, Regina,
Prince Albert, Medicine Hat, Calgary,
Macleod, Edmonton, Revelstoke, Van-
couver, Victoria, New Wesiminster,Ver- |
non, Nelson and Macleod. |

At these places the hearing of specific
complaints was but a small portion of
their work. A great deal of their time
was devoted té becoming acquainted
with the requirements of the differerit
industries. - They visited the large
ranches, were driven thru the finest
{fzrming districts, in one instance cover-
jng 2= much as sixty miles in one day,
talked with the farmers, with the cattle |
shippers, with the fruit growers, the
litmbermen and with the trades, and
also representatives of the different
tcwns and the divisional superintend-!
ents of the railways.

Tn this way they have acquired on the
one hand a knowledge of what the|
yublic requires, in a most practical way,
and on the other hand the difficulties
which the raliway companies experience
in coping with the marvelous increase
jn traffic consequent upon the rapid |
develonment of the country. iy

Willinm Whyte n Big Man. i

On the whole, with the exception of a |
fow specific instances. their exists ni
friendly feeling between the people and |
the railway companies. Thruout the
whole western country there was con-
s:antly looming up thhe influence for,
gcod exercised by William Whyte of|
the C.P.R. at Winnipeg. and whom the |
yeople describe as “a big man.”

and the people. |
¥ire Guards an Important Question. |

One of the 'most important!
questions brought before the
commission was the subject of ‘ire-
guards thruout the ranching districts
between Moosejaw and the Rockies. |
The railways ¢annot operate without |
their engines emitting sparks, which |
cause fires. They heavy winds whiech |
prevail on the prairies cause these |
fires to spread, burning hundreds of |
miles of grazing country. Great herds |
of cattle are sometimes lost. The cat- |
tle have either to be driven great Jis-|
tances or perish of starvation. Mr. |
Whyte took much interest in this ques-
tion. and asked that the commissioners |
give the subject their earnest consid- |
eration. Evidence was taken at Win- |
nipeg, Regina. Medicine Hat and other|
points regarding the most effective |
means of preventing these fires. |

The sum of it all was that the board |
should prescribe the most approved |
spark-arrester and firebox for the en-
gines, and that fire guards, consisting
of 16 furrows, eight on either side of |
the railway. should be plowed at 2!
sufficient distance, in some cases 300
feet from the track. and that then the |

i
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grass should be burned petween the
track and. the fire guards under the
management of a special crew, supplied
with proper appliances. Then came up
the question of the cost. Premier Haul-
tain and others claimed that, in View
of the liability of the railway com-
panies under the new act, those com-
panies should pay the whole of the
expense. ©On the other hand, the rail-
way companies claimed that the coun-
try should bear a fair share, ''hey 1n-
stanced the fact that the Northwest
ing a share of the expense until
passing of the new Railway Act.
4 Battleford’s Protest.
The mes=ting at Prince Albert was a
rather important one. Judge Maguire,
on behalt of that town, urged a re-
duction in freight charges, basing his
contention practically on the statement
that the rates from Calgary to Ed-
monton were lower than the rates from
Regina to Prince Albert, tho the
branches were practically identical,
built under similar conditions, and
operated by the same, company, altho
the length of the Edmonton line is
greater than the Prince Albert branch.
Mr. Nanten claimed that the Prince
Albert branch was not paying, tho
the Edmonton branch did; that th2
Prince Albert branch was merely oper-
ated by the C.P.K. under lease, and
submitted figures to show that it was
impossible to further favor Prince Al-

the

| bert without entailing a loss upon the

company.

A deputation from Battleford waited
upon the commissioners at Prince Al-
bert, urging them to use their influ-
ence in preventing their town from be-
ing sidetracked and ruined by -he
Canadian Northern locating their sta
tion on the opposite side of the Sas-
katchewan River, They claimed that
the engineering difficulties were not
as great as reported, and asked that
an independent engineer should be sent
to investigate. The board pointed out
that, while this did not come within
the scope of their authority, they would
bring the matter to the attention of
the proper parties, and urge that 1o
injustice should be done to the people
of Battleford. The commissioners sub-
sequently transmitted communications
on the subject to the mimnister of rail-
ways and the Canadian Northern Rail-
way Company.

|Coast wvs. Iniand Lumber l‘nteren-.

Some of the matters discussed at the
various stations had reference to trans-
ferring cars between the different rail-
ways, applications for street crossings
by towns and the granting of better
shipping racilities.

When tine commissioners
British Columbia and the Pacific
Coast they were confronted with @
complaint from the coast lumber and
shingle millers, asking for better rates
to Manitoba and the Northwest. They
asked but a slight reduction. As soon
as the mountain millers were apprised
of what was being requested, a protest
was promptly lodged that it would
ruin their industries. Time was &ac-
cordingly given, and in the meantime
the commissioners attended at New
Westminster, where they heard argu-
ment in the much-debated question be-

tween the C. P, R. and the V. W. &!

Y., over the waterfront, the location
of a station, and the question of cross-
ings. When they returned to Vancou-
ver the mountain millers attended in
force, urging that their mills could
hardly exist under present conditions,
and that the giving of any better rate
to the coast mills would involve the
mountain mills going out of business;
in fact, raised a strong argument in
favorsof a reduction in their rates as
against the mills of the coast, especi-
ally having reference to the shingleé
trade. The result of the whole inves-
tigation on this line was to confront
the commissioners with a very serious
problem, and one that will require by
ttem serious consideration before ar-
riving at any conclusion.
Must Be Ended .at Ottawa.

This game question of lis-
tribution rates and wholesale centres
has come up thruout the whole coun-
try.

This has be
come a difficuit question, and will re-
guire much consideration.

All of the freight rate investigations
will have to be concluded at Ottawa,
where the officials of the railway com-
panies will be required to produce
tariffs and so on, and in many in-
stances the cases gf the claimants are|
being supplemented by further par-|
ticulars. The indications are that the
board will Ymve months of work in
disposing of the business initiated on
this western trip. Cases simple ut
first developed intricate phases as the
trip proceeded, and contentions were
advanced by other/districts imvolving
diametrically opposite principles, {

Develoment is Marvelous. |

The trip was an exceedingly interest-
ing one, covering practically the whole
of the Northwest Territories, from the
boundary line to the most northerly
portion of the settled country. The
development which has been going on|
is simply marvelous, and no matter |
how often this statement may be re- |
peated in the press, nor in what glow-{
ing terms it may be described, the!
