THE EARTH is distant from the sun 95 millions of miles, moves round ill 
iu shout 36* days,<6 hours, which .occasions the variety in the seasons and the] 
difference in the length,ef days and eights : it also revolves round its ownU 
axis in 84 hours, which euuses day and night. Its diameter is nearly 7,958 
miles—circumference, 85,000 miles. The velocity with which the earth moves 
reead the sun, is 19 milos per second, or 68;400 miles an hour.
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
