LUBER REPORT == ==zt

The we‘ekl)’ market letter of Simpson,
Clapp & Co; New York, under date of
Oct. 8, says: :

The general situation in the limber
market remains largely unchanged ex-
cept for a marked better feeling. Al-
though demand and inquiry are still
way under normal, and further declines
in price have been made in various items,
at the same time, the feeling is pretty
general that the cprner has been defin-
itely turned.

The greatest brake on revived busi-
ness today is the inordinately high rail-
road freights and industrial costs. In
large centres, with_a varied labor mar-
ket, common apd’skilled labor have been
reduced to an economic point, but in a
goon many instances in the lumber in-
dustry where the local labor market is
small, thegdecline in wages has not been
proportioffate to the decline in priees.

" It does not seem to us that any far-
ther iiquidation in prices is necessary,
particularly when we learn the yards
can purchase northern spruce in short
sizes at around $27 per‘m. fresh pond.
The new method of quoting spruce lum-
ber prices announced by -certain’ eastern
manufacturers has had little effect in
this market in as much as they are
still above the West Virginia spruce
base. Cargo arrivals have been heavy
in view of market conditions, and we
regret to advise that some undesirable
random has sold so low as $28. In other
woods, however, such as the upper;
grades of yellow pine, a marked increase |
has been noted. The white pines aref
firm and red cedar shingles have ad-
vanced, as also have North Carolina’
roofers. This we expected as these
items were selling under the coSt of pro-
duction. : l

We believe that for the balance of this|
shipping season, prices will be firm, al-|
though in the general run we do not|
anticipate an advance. As a matter of
fact, we would deplore an_ attempt to,
advance the prices of dimension lumber,
as' we believe firmly this woild only
kill any fall activity'and put off further
a return to normal business. The lum-
ber that has been manufactured at high |

_prites is in for a loss, and the sooner
this is taken and forgotten the better,
as this lumber is not improving with
age. The war is over and we can only |
forget it and look forward to mew busi-|
ness at an economic cost of production.
