London, May 27—The perils under-
gone by white women who marry eol-
ored men are emphasized by Foster
Frager, an Asiatic traveler, in an inter-
view here. These dangers formed the
subject of a warning reeently issued by
the Austraiian eovernment at the re-

quest of the colonial secretary, Mr. Har-
court. This warning primarily concern-
ed marriages with the Pathans and
others of the hill tribes of the mnorth-
west frontier of India, but Mr. Fraser
extends the warning so as to included
Mongols and Caucasians.

“It is extraordinary,” he said ‘“to find
the number of white women who are
in the harems of Persia, for example.
They are mostly English and American
daneing girls who have met Persians
who were traveling abroad and, fascin-
ated by tales of life in eastern palaces,
have married them.

“Marriages between Chinese, Japan-
ese, Egyptian, Siamese, or Persian men
and white woman are rarely happy.The
men from these nations who travel are
naturally wealthy, and women who be-
come fascinated by them forget that
they will have to live in a totally dif-
ferent atmosphere. An intolerable long-
ing for home comes to them, and escape
is impossible.” ¥
