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PARLIAMENT.

The interest that is being taken in the
proceedings of Parliament this year is
shown by the fact that the attendance of
members was larger at the opening yes-
terday than at the beginning of any pre-
vious session. The Governor General’s
speech, although not a long document is
foll of matter and it will puzzle the Lik-
erals to find any weak spot in it. Their
aspirations for reciprocity with the
United States should be satisfied by the
assurance that negotiations will proceed
in Qetober next and that for the purpose
ot facilitating the arrangements for a
new treaty the modus vivendi will be
continued. The legislation which it is
proposed to enact with reference to sea~
going ships ‘engaged in the cattle trade
appears to be necessary in view of the
attempts of Plimsoll and others to obtain
further legislation in the United King-
dom, and it is to be hoped will remove
all ground for interference on the part of
the Imperial Parliament. The prepara-
tion of a new criminal code is a work of
great importance and of general interest
Nnd_hnm parties in Parliament will, no
i doubt,gladly assist in its passage through
both houses so that it may be made as
perfect as possible. The other measures
promised, although of lesser interest, are
still important and their passage will im-
prove our legislation. 1t is gratifying
to have assurance of a large surplus
and to know that this willbe appropriat-
ed to the payment of public works on capi-
tal account thus keeping down our funded

_ debt.-The most important piece of legis-
1ation that will come up this session, that
dealing with the sugar duties, is not
mentioned in the speech but this is pro-
per becatise the intentions of the govern-
ment with reference to these duties may
not have been decided upon, and if de-
cided upon ought not tobe disclosel at
present.

THREATENING JUDGE PALMER.

Mr. H. H. McLean, member of the
legal firm of Weldon & McLean and re-
ceiver of the cotton mills stated to Judge
Palmer that Edward C. Jones, the agent
or local manager of the Bank of Montreal
in St. John had threatened that unless
Judge Palmer stopped the running and
operating of the cotton mills the Bank of
Montreal would impeach him. Judge
Palmer made mention of this threat
azainst him in open court and Mr. Parks
has made an affidavid to that effect,
which affidavit was published in the
GazerTe last evening. On this the Tele-
graph this morning has the following
editoral paragraph:—

It appears from the affidavit of Mr.
Parks, as published in an evening paper,
that Judge Palmer in open court stated
that he had been informed by the re-
ceiver that Mr. Jones, manager of the
Bank of Montreal at St. John, had
threatened him that, unless the judge in
equity stoppedd the running and
operating of the cotton mills, the bank
would impeach him. The Telegraph is
informed that Mr, Jones positively
denies ever having made any such
threat.

Here at opce we have a question of
veracity between Mr. H. H. McLean and
Mr. E. C. Jones and tbe public will not
be in much doubt as to which shonld be
believed. Mr. H. H. McLean is a truth-
ful man and be had no motive for mis-
representing Mr. Jones, indeed he has
the strongest of motives not to do so, for
the firm of Weldon & Mclean are
~—gotivters for the Bank of Montreal.
~ Nothing is more common than for
persons who are accused of a crime to
deny it, and if Mr.Jones made such a
threat against Judgé Palmer he might
think it easier to deny it than to face
the consequences of his foolish words.
The Bank of Montreal and its officials
must be taught that our judges are not
to be threatened or coerced.

ECONOMICAL INDUSTRY.

The views which the GazeTTE has ex-
pressed with regard to the necessity for
the establishment of trade or technical
schoolsin this country, are very strongly
corroborated by the Montreal Star,
which rays:—“Since the old system of
apprenticeship has fallen into disuse,
and the means for giving boys and girls
instruction iu mechanical callings are
jealously guarded, technical schools have
become a positive necessity. Competi-
tion is also becoming so keen in all
branches of facture, that excellence
of workmanship, more even than theele-
ment of cheapness, is the only way by
which the market can be held. It wasa
saying among the ancients that the fath-
er who hrought up a son without teach-
ing him a trade taught him to be a thief.

Extending the idea to the state, it may
be said that a country which allows the
children of the poor to grow up without
an octupation develops a criminal class
and  provides inmates for its
reformatories and penitentiaries. At
a meeting of the Boston Boot and
Shoe Club, afew evenings since, it was
asserted that through the absence of
scientific last makers and artistic leather
cutters, the annual waste of leather in
the United States amounted to no less
than $£5,000,000—a sum sufficient to
build and provide with instructorsa
dozen techincal or {rade schools in as
many different states. But the wastein
material is only a portion of the waste.
Boots and shoes made in England and
France are worn in the large cities by
those who can afford them, to a consid-
erable extent, because they are
artistically and scientifically made,
and thus ‘the money that
ghould have been spent among the
wage earners of that country has gone a
abroad. The same waste that is made
in leather by theunskilled laborer is
made by the inartistic in every other
branch of business ; by the tailor, the
dressmaker, the milliner, the hatter and
the blacksmith. We can hardly think
that if educated labor had been em-
ployed in the south. the annual crops
of cotton seed which have proved almost
as valuable as the cotton itself, for near
a hundred years would have been
allowed to go to waste. What we want
is schools in which our boys and girls
can be fitted for immediate personal and
public usefulness, and it would be a
measure of economy to establish at least
one school of the kind in each of our
provinces as early as may be found
practicable.

BARMAIDS OF ENGLAND.

lN’l‘EnBﬂTiNG SCENES IN A BAR-
MAIDS REGISTTY OFFICE.

Charming Damsels *eeking Lucrative
Employment as Beer Jerkers—The
Renson for this Choice of Occupa-
tion—How Much They Earn—Their
Wages ~The T i
Which Befall the Girls—More Proe-
fitable Than Typewriting
(From the London Telegrapb.)

You ring the bell at the side door,
which is opened by a spring latch, and
walk in. You are not receivted by a
customary Hebrew agent. To your sur-
prise an extremely ladylike, evidently
well educated girl, accosts you.

Looking around you notice that on the
wall are nailed at least 200 photographs
of more or less presentable young women.
Some are 1n jackets—sealskin jackets—
with large watch chains, Some are in
rugged imitation fur garments ; some are
in outer jackets of some diaphanous
form of grenadine. For a moment you
sit still, gazing and thinking perchance
what the futures may be of these young
people in the labor market. You are
now talking in the outer office to" the
barmaid’s agent’s secretary, a female
secretary, a smart, very pretty girl
of eighteen or thereabout. 8he her-
gelf has had a hard struggle to hold her
own in these times, when the women’s
labor market is such a very bad market
indeed. Clever, bright, authoritative,
even she cannot count upon earning more
than fifteen shilli a week. But how
about the aspirant for her service? You
learn that a good-looking girl, without
su%l experience whatever, can earn her

eight shillings a week, with all hez board
and lodging found; by no means a bad
start in life, for be it known, at the west
end milliners’ many girls on inning
work have to pay twenty poun re-
mium, and only receive five shillings
per week at the end of three months, af-
ter %aining a haphazard knowledge of
the business. i

In fact the registry secretary has
knowr many such cases. She was her-
self a milliner's model, or mantle block.
After having paid £20 premium for three
months, it was offered to her that if she
suited she was to receive the large
salary of seven shillings and sixpence
per week (exceptionally good wages) not
including any other meal but a full tea.
She tells you, too, that in the bar busi-
ness, supposing & girl comes up from the
country—and a country girl, as a rule,
possesses a very considerable amount or
average shrewdness after having served
in the bar of the Red Lion for a month
or so—she can always obtain in
London an engagement varying from
eight shillings to ten shillings a
week, but then it will be quite under-
stood that the country girl does not in
the least possess the simplicity of
her heroine of transponine dramatists.
The barmaid, to be very successful must
possess the true geniud of common
sense, united with a curious, nay even
facetious, desire to please. The best
type of girl even earns from twelve to
sixteen shillings a month when in the
far away country town, and when she
comesup to London and sits in the
registry room, surrounded by photo-

raphs of celebrities, either male or
'emale, she knows perfectly well that
her own good Tooks and her own com-
mon gense are always in the market
equal to at least fifteen shillings per
week.

A handsome young woman of decided-
ly ‘town’ aspect enters the room. She
is healthy and bright spoken, and in
the most business-like manner possible
Futa down two half crowns as security

or her good intentions. The secretary
to the agency asks her what she wants.
She does not want a berth in a refresh-
ment bar; she does not want one in a
theater refreshment bar. What she
wants is a good old-fashioned hotel. She
knows full well that there she will meet
with sundry customers given to missing
ten-minutes-to-six suburban  trains—
liberal-minded gentlemen who, after an
early evemng of whiskey and
water, will be always ready to
make small presents in the way of
gloves, or flowers, or strawberries, or
what not. And this is why ber life i8 so
attractive that it is recruited from girls
who have been in the millinery line or
the boot closing, and trust to their good
looks. Again, the barmaid has by far
the most favorable chances of suceess in
the matrimonial market. At the leading
refreshment bars in London it is surptis-
ing to learn the number of girls who
marry men, sometimes middle-aged,
sometimes very young, and sometimes
very elderly, and more often 8q than not,
who are perfectly capable of
giving them & comfortable home
or even a handsome settlement.

But now in comes a young woman
dressed in respectable biack. She has
joined the profession with an ambition
far beyond that of accepting orders for
the play, or flowers,. or pairs of gloves,
or sundry small personal ornaments.
She accepts her position only as a step-
pin(f stone to do better for the future,
and knows. very well indeed that her
position there can never lead her fo
more than £45 a year. She may ob-
tain a deputy manageress’ ition at a
theatre bar at eighteen shillings a week.
Yet even this is as nothix;g compared
with the alternative of a g marriage,
or, in default, £600 for breach of promise.

As to the class of girls from which the
barmaids of London-are principally
drawn, it is mixed indeed: Many be-
long to families which have been in the
‘public line’ for generation upon gener-
ation. These,however, are by no means
Eopular with their employers. Their

nowledge of trade customs is in many
respects a great deal too accurate. ‘Rests’
in the day are duly insisted upon; all
Sar cleaning must be left to the potman;
bunday evenings must be overlooked,
and nothing under a ten day’s holiday
at the seaside will satisfy: And all the
time, be it understood, putting aside the
market value of shrewd‘l)less and quick-
ness,there is really very little technical
knowledge required in the bar trade. A
good memory for positions of things and
readiness at reckoning are, after all, qual-
ities to be met with in mostgirls in other
ways of life. Of course you are told the
hours are long—say, from half-pasteight
in the morning until twelve at night.
But then, be it remembered, the barmaid
has at all times good substantial meals,
far better than are given to the assistant
at the draper’s. Drapers (though why
80 yon are not told) are close folk, while
publicans, especially sporting-publicans,
are generally free-han And even if
the hours are long, it mustbe borne in
mind that bar work is far from being
monotonous. Svmething = is always
going forward; there is always some-
thing to enliven, though occasionally it
might, perchance, be just as well left
alone. As to the future—the middle
age or the old age of the barwoman—it
is no worse than that of women in other
callings. Good looks and youth bhave
their value everywhere, and especially
in the present day. A few years ago,
you are told, in respectable old business-
es, a staid-looking woman verging on
middle-age was preferred to a good-look-
ing smart girl. The term, a very res-
pectable house, was sufficient in itself to
draw custom. Nowadays such houses
are never supposed to possess any spec-
ial attraction.

As to the temptations befalling the
girl, they are but little greater than those
to be met with by any kind of shop girl.
The barmaid, too, ‘always knows her
way about’ better than other girls, so if
she makes a slip it is really her own
fault. Possibly the worst feature of bar
life is that, even as government service
is supposed to; it thoroughly unfits a girl |
for taking up anything else. The gas-
lights of the;bar are likethe footlights of
the stage—once enjoyed there is never
any cheerful separation from them.
The life, of course is attractive
from the power given to attract.
Yet considering the matter of girls
engaged in the business and the strange
company they are daily thrown in with,
it is seldom” indeed that they come to
grief. The number of youths who ruin
themselves for barmaids is also, after
all, very limited. The modern would-
be young man about town is a shrewd
and careful Eeraon. who can, as a rule,
take care of himself and has the sense to
keep his hands from his master’s till or
petty cash. His gifts are generally
limited to a pair of not too expensive
gloves or a yellow rose, which can be
bought for a few pence. The
barmaid may be a siren, but still
is far from being a very dangerous one.

Owing to the increase in the practice
of day nipping, there is much less time

for flirtation over the bar than there used

to be. So although constitutions are
more often injured by constant indul-
gence in indifferent ligitor, fewer families
so you are told,are upset by sudden
marria%;s with the attractive young
person behind the long range of colored
glass and glittering electro. The bar-
maid is neither very dangerous herself,
nor has she many dangers to contend
with. All things considered, bar life
gives a_good living to an active and re-
spectable girl. It is easier and more
profitable than boot-closing or type-
writing; and the life of the milliner’s
mantle block, compared with it, is more
or less bondage and slavery.

DOUGLAS AVENUE SCHOOL.
A Fine Bullding Which Will be offici.
ally Opened May 1st.

The Douglas avenue school will be
officially opened to-morrow afternoon,
May 1st. His Hon. the Lieut. Governor
Sir 8. L. Tilley, his worship Mayor Peters,
the council and a number of other pro-
minent people have been invited to be
preseat and no doubt the opening ser-
vices will be very interesting.

The Douglas avenue school is sitnated
at the corner of Douglas avenue and
Bentley street in'a ‘very pleasant and
healthy locality. It is a three siory
wooden building with brick basement
and waspuarchased for $600 from Mr.
Joseph Dixon,who had built it for a resi-
dence. Bince it was purchased by the
school board the building has been re:
modelled throughout, has been widened
eight feet and made longer by an addit~
ion to the ell, the carpenter work being
done under the superintendence of Mr.
Andrew Myles. The lot upon which it
stands measures 50 feet on Douglas
avenue and 240 feet on Bentley street.
Th e building is 34 feet wide in front
and runs back about 70 feet. The jano-
tor's apartments wiil be in the basement
and there will be five large school rooms
Besides a number of class rooms, cloak
rooms, teacher’s rooms etc. on the floors
above. The three largest school rooms
measure 24x28 feet and the other two
21x27 feet. Allthe rooms are beauti-
fully lighted, pleasant and well

ventilated, and arrangements are being | .

made for heating them with hot airfrom
a farnace ir the basement. The wain-
scotting and wood-finish throughout the
whole building is being finished in
the natural coler with  shellac.
There are two large stgirways in the
building, one leading to the front and
the other to the rear, and a fire escape
from the upper story will be arranged

over the roofs of the ells and‘éut:dtp

the play grounds. Theére will- be. two
separate play grounds, one for the girls
and the other for boys. The sanitary
arrangements will be made as perfect as
possible and there will be separate en-
trances to the boys’ and girls’ depart-
ments in the rear ell.

The three schools now conducted in the
Bentley building will be removed to the
new building and another new school
will be established, making four schonls
to start with in the new building. Mr.
Wesley J. Myles will be principal. ' It is
thought that there will be enough pupils
attending at the building in a short
time to form the fifth school and occupy
the whole building. |

The grounds are to be graded up and’
fenced in and when the whole work is
finished the school will be a very fife
one. 1t is thought that the cost of the
improvements will be about $3.000 in
addition to the $600 paid for the’ build-
ing.
