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NEW BILLS COME 
AT LAST MINUTE

There were a few members sitting in 
their chairs but paying no attention to 
it, and if this was to go on there was 
no use in going through the farce but 
legislation might as well be adopted 
en bloc and save time.

The commissioner of lands and attor­
ney-general paid no attention to this 
and the reading of the sections went 
on, Mr. Oliver and Mr. Henderson 
pointing out the need for improvement 
here and there.

The committee' stopped short some 
dozen sections from the end.

Eleventh-hour Legislation.
The commissioner of lands had two 

bills which he brought down by mes­
sage, one amending the Lands act and 
the other dealing with the subdivision 
of Fernie park grant.

Mr. Oliver protested by resolution 
against bringing down presumably im­
portant government legislation at that 
hour of the night, when members were 
neither physically nor mentally able 
to give the measures proper attention.

His motion to consider the message 
of introduction in committee at next 
sitting instead of then was, however, 
negatived by 23 to 11. The House ad­
journed a few minutes later.

The commissioner of lands to-day 
withdrew: Ms bill amending the Game 
Protection .act and introduced another 
to replace it. One of the new sections 
is designed to protect birds or animals 
imported for acclimatization. Another 
brings the favorite device of the lieu­
tenant-governor in council into play, 
giving power rto remove by proclama­
tion the prohibition as to the shooting 
and sale of Columbian or coast deer, 
duck of all kinds, snipe and grouse of 
all kinds, including prairie chicken and 
ptarmigan, cock and hen pheasants, 
quail of all kinds, geese of all kinds 
and partridges. The season will be 
thrown open by order-in-council year­
ly, instead of being fixed by statute, as 
now. It will be unlawful to kill or take 
more than five Columbian or Coast 
deer in one season. Hunting deer with 
dogs is prohibited.

British Columbia Growers.
“The British Columbia growers will 

expect that this market on the prairies 
will develop exactly similar to the mar­
kets of the United States east of the 
Rockies did in the last fifteen years 
for the fruit growers of the Pacific 
Coast states, and they propose that the 
development of this market will be a 
gradual education of the consumer to 
the merits of western grown fruit. 
The American growers found that they 
had to educate their consumers along 
these lines to the point where the user 
of fruit realized that the western pro­
duct wap in a class by itself, and a 
superior article in every way) both in 
flavor and keeping qualities, and Is 
more valuable. The same condition is 
encountered" here, and experience has 
proven that when the consumer buys 
a class of fruit and finds that it is 
superior to what he has been used to. 
he will always afterwards try to se­
cure the same product, and this is the 
method that the British Columbia 
growers intend to use in introducing 
their product, and like the American, 
capture the eastern market.

"I might mention the fact that last 
fall I found that the Winnipeg market 
was glutted With Ontario fruit which 
was being sold at extremely low 
prices at a loss to the growers and 
practically no British Columbia fruit in 
the hands of the fruit man and in can­
vassing the situation with the idea of 
trying to introduce British Columbia 
fruit, I was informed by the leading 
retail grocers and fruit men that they 
were open to take a few hundred cases 
a piece to cater to a high class trade, 
and they informed me that that trade 
was rapidly growing as our fruit was 
introduced, and that all we had to do 
was to send our best products into this 
market and that wq would secure our 
own prices because of the exceptional 
merits of our goods. We have found 
in the past that the British Columbia 
growers who had fruit to export ship­
ped their low grades into the prairie 
markets and their higher grades to 
Britain, the Yukon and Australia, as 
they found that the prairie consumer 
demanded fruit at Ontario prices.

Outlook is Good.
“The future for this trade in this 

market is exceedingly bright as the 
western buyer is not gingerly in his 
manner of purchase, as a general rule, 
provided he gets the best there is ob­
tainable.

“Almost every day I am challenged 
as to whether our British Columbia 
fruit has the flavor or is as good as 
the Ontario product. My reply briefly 
is: 2)re you 'à native of Ontario ? In­
variably I api told that the inquirer 
is from Ontario, and I say T would 
not consider you a good judge and free 
from bias as to the merits of fruit 
grown in another country with a flavor 
foreign to your native taste, but if I 
were to select a judge to pass upon 
the merits of any fruit, I would 
choose a judge who is either 
qualified by experience in the merits 
of fruits or else was a native of some 
country other than that where the 
fruit was grown. I consider that the 
Similkameen valley of Southern British 
Columbia produces positively the best 
quality and widest range of fruit pro­
ducts of any district of the Dominion.’ ”

The following account of the twenty- 
round bout between Johnny Summers, 
of London, and Jimmy Britt of San 
Francisco, which took place recently in 
London, is taken from the London 
Chronicle:

Possibly no glove contest has ever 
yielded more that is admirable in box­
ing as a sport than last night's affair at 
the National Sporting Club. The open 
free, English style of Summers con­
trasted strangely with the crouching of 
the American, whose one fault was his 
continual holding with the right hand 
and hitting while still holding with the 
left.

The finest feature of Britt’s display 
was the remarkable coolness with 
fc'hich he received Summers’ numerous 
straight-from-the-shoulder hits. The 
Londoner, with those heautifully-tlmed 
straight hits that for force beat all 
upper-cuts and swings (the main stock 
of blows that Britt possesses) appear­
ed on many occasions to have a chance 
of knocking the American out. But 
Britt gave one of the gamest displays 
imaginable.

In the seventeenth round Summers, 
with a perfect, tremendously hard right 
cross, hit Britt on the left side of the 
jaw. Had the blow been an inch or 
two lower the American would surely 
have been knocked out. As it was, 
Britt’s eyes looked towards the ceiling 
and wore an ominous glaze. He tot­
tered for a second, but clenching his 
swollen lips he seemed by strength of 
mind alone to recover his great cool­
ness, and by clinching and leaning over 
lasted out the round.

It was a wonderful instance of 
strength of purpose, and most men 
would have been forgiven if they had 
failed to survive such a terrific on­
slaught as that which Summers made.

Britt received many blows nearly as 
hard as that during the contest, but his 
ring generalship was as fine as any 
boxer ever showed. He was always in 
the centre of the ring forcing Summers 
to the ropes, and always made the pace 
of boxing slower after receiving one of 
Summers’ bit, which seemed half as 
hard again as any of those delivered by 
Britt.

The American's best hit was a sort 
of left-swipg and upper-cut combined, 
which was responsible for the damaged 
appearance of the right side of Sum­
mers’ face. But Britt’s craftiness was 
far in advance of that of Summers, 
who, however, did some wonderful 
ducking out of the way of the Ameri­
can’s left hand. It was a bout of 
great endurance, and although so many 
tremendously hard blows were deliver­
ed one had to watch the faces of the 
men very closely indeed to. distinguish 
any sign of harm being done.

The fortitude with which " hits were 
taken was so great that not until that 
splendid hit by Summers in the seven­
teenth round did either man betray an 
inner feeling of having had his physi­
cal comfort seriously interfered with.

The bout will go down as one of the 
finest boxing contests ever witnessed. 
Neither man could have done much 
better, and if either had done a little 
bit worse he would have lost. Britt 
at the end did not think he had lost, 
and made a subtle little speech as fol­
lows: “I have fought In many coun­
tries before, and this is not the first 
time I have lost, according to the ref­
eree. I have no complaint to make, 
but I still think that I am the best 
man.’’

Legislative Press Gallery, March 10.
After the strenuous night spent on

When the Grand Trunk Pacific bill 
came up fijr consideration of the report 
from tiiAcommtttee stage the commis­
sioner of- lands had some small amend­
ments to make in the bill, although it 
had been under close attention in com­
mittee a few hours before. On its com­
ing up for third reading Mr. Oliver has 
given notice that he Will move:

“That Whereas'bill 21 provides for the 
approval and ratification of a certain 
marked plan showing the subdivision 
of the townsite of Prince Rupert, as 
well as the division of the lands in said 
townsite fronting on the sea;

“And whereas, in the partition of the 
lands in the said townsite fronting on 
the sea, it is apparent that the prov­
ince has not received one-fourth in 
value of such lands fronting on the 
sea;

“And whereas in the laying out of 
the townsite of Prince Rupert, the in­
terests of the province have not been 
sufficiently protected by providing suf­
ficient access to the sea by street ends;

"And whereas the province has togen 
saddled with the expense of. all rail­
way crossings, which, by reason of the 
provision that they shall be by over­
head bridges, will be very costly to the 
people;

“Therefore, be it resolved, that the 
order for the third reading be dis­
charged and the bill re-commltted, for 
the purpose of considering amendments 
which shall protect the public inter­
ests In the particulars above recited.”

There was applause for J. H. Scho­
field (Ymlr) upon the final passage of 
the Goat River bill, which met with 
much opposition in its course through 
the House on account of the wide pow­
ers it gets.

Ob report stage of the Pacific, North­
ern and Omineca Railway bill Mr. 
Hawthomthwaite moved that the ex­
tension of time granted by the bill 
should not be construed as extending 
the time limit within which It could 
earn the provincial bonds of $5,280 per 
mile previously given.

A. E. McPhillips raised the points of 
order that this amendment was not 
within the scope of the bill, that it 
proposed to amend a subsidy act and 
was not open to a private member to 
propose, and that there was no sub­
sidy of $5,280; it was $6,000.

The- Speaker ruled that .as the orig­
inal bill did not at all deal with or give 
any bonus to thé company this amend­
ment was not within its scope and 
therefore was out of order.

Hawthomthwaite

Half-a-dozen were held over for 
amendment on defects being pointed 
out by the -opposition. - Mr. Macdonald 
called attention to some which were 
totally unnecessary, merely repeating 
matters which are already dealt with 
in other sections.

About midnight Mr. Oliver made a 
protest at what, as he put It, was be­
coming a mere farce. Most Important 
legislation was being put through but 
no consideration whatever was being 
given to jt from the government, side.

On Monday night in the schoolroom 
of the Emmanuel Baptist church an 
Interesting lecture was given by W.
Marchant on the subject of Free Trade.
The subject was dealt with at some 
length and discussed in all its aspects, 
making a most interesting change from 
the regular programme of the young 
people’s gatherings.

In opening the speaker made It quite 
clear that he was not dealing with free 
trade as a political question, for it was 
not one. He treated it simply from the 
economic point of view. The question 
had often been used as the battle cry 
of political parties, but It was not in 
that way he would deal with It. Free 
trade, or its alternative, protection, 
was neither an Imperial nor a national 
question—it was Individual.

“When you are buying or selling,” 
inquired the speaker, “do you ask the 
nationality of the person with whom 
you trade? You buy American machin­
ery, German electric goods, tea from 
China or Ceylon. You do not question 
whether they were grown under the 
British flag or cultivated by coolie la­
bor. You want the cheapest goods or 
those you like best. Again, I say that 
trade is not patriotic, national 
perlai.”

Continuing, the lecturer said that no 
country had free trade, in that It had 
no duties on goods Imported or 
ported. One country, however, was 
distinctive, In that It collected duties 
for revenue only.
Great Britain. The United Kingdom 
taxed only such articles as dried fruits, 
tea and such things as could not be 
produced at home. Spirits were taxed, 
but hi that case the same tax was col­
lected from the article manufactured 
at home as from the imported, so that 
it gave no advantage to the home pro­
ducer. This was taxation for revenue 
only. Protection was the imposition of 
taxes on imports for the purpose of 
preventing importation, of inducing 
home industry and incidentally to raise 
money for revenue.

“Every civilized country In the 
world,” Mr. Marchant said, “wants to 
buy goods from other lands.
