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IN MEETING DEMAND
FOR RAILWAY CARS

Companies Confident of Being Able to 
Handle the Grain—Laborers Ex­

pected From South.

Winnipeg, Sept. 5.—The railways are 
shipping, stray cars of new wheat, but 
the general movement of grain is not 
expected to start -until next jveek. So 
far the companies are confident there 
will be little difficulty in supplying the 
demands for cars, and wherever requisi­
tions have been made cars have been 
supplied, This week wiil see the grain 
practically all cut. Over a hundred men 
will be sent out to points along the Can­
adian Northern on the Morris branch 
this morning to work in the harvest 
fields. This makes over 1,200 men sent 
out over the Canadian Northern railroad 
since the cutting commenced. The farm­
ers are anxiously awaiting the arrival 
of hands from the south, who have been 
following the harvest in its northward 
run, and on these they base their hopes 
now that there seems such little pros­
pect of obtaining laborers from the east.
O. A. Jones, of the Dominion immigra­
tion department, has returned from a 
holiday trip to his old home,at Inriisfail. 
Mr. Jones says that in the Territories 
this year the fall wheat will prove a 
great success. The other crops are 
heavy, and evëryAing points to a banner 
year, the finest crops the Territories have 
ewer produced. So far there are not the 
slightest indications of frost.

Paris, Sept. 4.—The Paris edition of 
the New York Herald publishes the fol­
lowing from Point a Pitre, Island of 
Gaudalonpe, French West Indies, dated 
September 4th, which says that constant 
detonations heard there to-night indicate 
a terrible volcanic eruption on the Island 
of Martinique. Thick black clouds were 
seen to the south at 6 o’clock,"and the 
heat at Point a Pitre was intense. The 
population is said to be greatly alarm­
ed and apprehensive of a tidal wave in 
the event of the collapse of Martinique.

Another Report.
Castries, Island of St. Lucia, B. W. I., 

Sept. 4.—The R, M. S. Yaro arrived here 
this evening from the Island of Marti­
nique. She brings thfe report that a vio­
lent volcanic eroption occurred there last 
night and that abont 2,000 persons are 
said to have perished. -Large numbers 
of people are leaving the island.

Aid for Safferers.
Paris. Sept. 4.—The minister of the 

colonies in placing $100,000 at thq dis­
posal of the governor of Martinique to 
relieve the distress in that island, has 
urged him not to congregate the refu­
gees at Fort de France, but to distribute 
them in the south, where their neces­
sities can be more easily supplied.

Recognizing the danger of a tidal 
wave at Fort de France, the colonial 
minister has instructed th* governor to 
adopt all the measures necessary to en­
able the inhabitants to immediately 
evacuate the place in case of necessity, 
and seek refuge on the heights ahove 
the town, where food depots should be 
established. The minister has also re­
commended the establishment of obser­
vatory points whence the least signs of 
fresh outbreaks of Mount Pelee can be 
immediate!/ reported to the authorities.

Official Dispatch.
Paris, Sept. 4.—The ministry for the 

colonies received this morning a cable 
dispatch from the Governor of Gns da- 
loupe reporting the destruction in Mar­
tinique, resulting from the recent erup­
tion of Mount Pelee.

Distinguished Pathologist Passed Away 
This Morning—Sketch of His

Berlin, Sept. 5.—Prof. Rudolph Vir­
chow, the- pathologist, died here at 2 
o’clock this morning.

Prof. Virchow was bom at Schwel- 
beih, Pomerania, on October 13th, 1821. 
He was a pnpil of J. Muller, graduated 
in medicine in 1843, became prosector at 
the University of Berlin four years later.

Scene of Terrific Grandeur.
London, Sept. 4.—The correspondent of 

the Daily Mail at Castries, St. Lucia, 
has cabled the following account of the 
phenomena witnessed at the time of the 
recent outbreak of Mount Pelee, Mar­
tinique: “Between 8 and 9 o’clock in 
the evening of August 30th a spectacle 
of terrific grandeur was witnessed from 
here. A pitch black cloud hung oyer the 
Island of Martinique through Which 
shot; at intervals, pillars of flame high 
in the sky which broke in fantastic forms 
of colora' fire and scattered a shower of 
fiery sparks. At nightfall clouds were 
darting about like millions of monster 
fire flics apd above, all tliese large 
aureoles appeared in the sky.”

The correspondent -«then proceeds to 
confirm the details of the eruption as 
already known, says: “There were tre­
mendous earth rumblings and explosions. 
The ground, rocked and nothing could 
stand on the tables or sideboards. A 
tidal wave destroyed tlie whole of the 
sea front at Legarbet. People returned 
here from Martinique only last week to 
take back their families to Fort de 
France.”

NEGRD FOR SALE.First Sitting of Arbitrators Held at St. 
Johns, Newfoundland. 55 tox

He Will Be Sold Into Servitude Far 
' Twelve Months as Penalty for 

Vagrancy.

Shelbyville, Ky., Sept. 5.—Fisher Mil­
lion, a negro, who was indicted in 1901 
for vagrancy, and who has been at large 
since, has been captured in Lawrence- 
burg and tried before Judge Davis in the 

vCounty court. The judge returned a 
verdict of guilty and fixed his punish­
ment at being sold into servitude for * 
period of twelve months, the highest 
penalty. He will be put on the block 
and sold into servitude by Sheriff Briggs, 
if a purchaser can be found. The offi­
cials hardly known what to do in the 
event of no sale.

St. Johns, Nfld., Sept. 4.—The arbitra­
tion tribunal to consider the claims of 
Mr. Reid, the railroad contractor, 
against the colony, commenced here to­
day.

THE CRIMES ACT.

Lord Mayor of Dubln Calls Public Meeting 
to Protest Against Proclamation.

BALDWIN’S STATEMENT

Regarding the Expedition Which Set 
Out to Reach the North Pole.

London, Sept. 4.—Iq response to a tele­
gram from the Associated Press, Evy- 

■ lyn Baldwin has telegraphed to the As­
sociated Press an explanation of the 
cause of his failure to reach the Pole, 
and the cause of his dispute with Capt. 
Johannsen, of the America, etc., as fol­
lows.

“Tromsoe, Norway, Sept. 4.—The pub­
lic has been deceived by false reports 
regarding the expedition. Nearly every 
member has been faithful, and my com­
rades ought, and must, derive due credit 
for their work in establishing large de­
pots at Camp Ziegler during March, 
April and May. Sometimes they had to 
traverse the syn© route ten times. Fifty 
sleighs were destroyed in this work. 
Open sea near the depot at Teplitz bay 
prevented us from reaching the Duke of 
Abruzzi’s headquarters, and poor ice 
continuing in 1901 prevented us from es­
tablishing depots north of 80 degrees 22 
minutes. Then in this connection the 
death of half our dogs necessitated the 
postponement of going to the Pole. 
Nothing favored returning via Green­
land.

“I believe the record, of being farthest 
north could have been broken, but it 
would have exhausted our supplies and 
destroyêti the hope of finallj reaching the 
Pole.

“Sailing Master Johannsen’s demands 
to become the America’s captain were 
untenable and unbearable. Hiÿ threat, 
on December 15th, to ..take possession of 
yie ship as captain, and deal with the 
crew in accordance with his own will, 
might have spoiled the expedition’s plan, 
if enforced. The Ice pilot, as well as the 
first mate, who had long experience in 
Polar ice, weref* entitled to recognition.

“Johannsen’s refusal to obey the ice 
pilot’s orders, and his declared unwill­
ingness to tako the advice of my repre­
sentatives on the sleigh expedition, to­
gether with other well-founded reasons, 
stated to the United States consul now 
here, caused his discharge and the pro­
motion of three of his countrymen, who 
all followed m© in the sleigh expedition 

•and obeyed with pleasure the orders 
given by ffiy representatives and ice 
pilot. (Signed) Baldwin.”

THE CRATER OF MOUNT
PELEE WIDENS DAILY

It Is Believed Island of Martinique Will 
Be Obliterated—Great Suffering 

Among Inhabitants.

New York, Sept. 5.—It is generally be­
lieved that the Island of Martinique is 
doomed to total destruction, and tiie feaij 
is that when the catastrophe comes 
Guadeloupe will be visited by an all 
destructive tidal wave, cables the Pointe 
a Pitre, Guadaloupc, correspondent of the 
Herald. Business is absolutely at g. 
standstill, few shops are open, and if it 
were not for the efforts of a small num­
ber of more valiant souls, hundreds would 
starve to death here because of their 
fear of a more terrible death.

Details that have, been received during 
the last two days prove that tiw eruption 
of Mount Pelee of August 30th was far 
more violent than any of the earlier ex­
plosions. Morne Lacroix, one of thé 
peaks that reared skyward from the side 
Pelee. has fallen into the crater, atid W 
has been completely swallowed. There 
seems to lie a side pressure in the crater 
and the burning chasm widens percep­
tibly every day. Clouds no more hang 
about the crest of Mount Pelee. Thei 
terrific heat seems to drive everything 
away. The column of smoke rears 
directly into the heavens, so that its top 
is lost to sight in the darkness of the 
night. It has the appearance of a stream 
of molten iron standing fixed between^
Heaven and earth. \

The earth shook 
with s*-) great violence that she could not 
retain her feet, and she was blinded by 
tlio glare of the flames. The heat was 
so terrific that her flesh was blistered.
She awaited the death Which she be2 
lieved to be inevitable. Fortunately the; 
fire swept a little to one side of her an<| 
she was saved.

At Grande Anzt the tide swept 300 
feet inshore, destroying many houses and 
drowning scores of inhabitants. Even, at 
Fort de France the most stout of hearts 
have lost courage.

The report brought by the Royal tnail 
steamer Itare, which arrived here yes­
terday evening from Martinique, of the 
loss of 2,000 lives through the recent 
outbreak of Mount Pelee, referred to the 
deaths since August 30th, and not to 
the Hoss of life resulting from the re­
ported outbreak of Wednesday, Septem­
ber 3rd.

KAISER AND POLES.

Fosep, Sept. 4.—Replying to the ad­
dress of the provincial Diet to-day, Em­
peror William; enjoined the Germans to 
lay aside their inherited tendency to en­
gage in party strife and to work to­
gether for the good of the country. Re­
ferring to the Poles, His Majesty said:

“I deeply regret that a section of my 
subjects of non-German origin appears 
to have difficulty in falling in with our 
conditions of life. The reason for this 
may possibly be found in two misappre­
hensions: Firstly, the fear of interfer­
ence with their religion, is kept alive 
among them. He who asserts that dif­
ficulties are placed in th.a way of my 
subjects of the Roman Catholic faith in 
regard to the exercise of their religion, 
is guilty of telling a downright lie. My 
whole reign and my words and actions 
prove how highly I value religion, and 
such a person insults, by a calumny of 
this nature, the successor of the great 
King who said: ‘Everyone is entitled to 
obtain blessedness in his own fashion.’ 
The second misapprehension consists in 
the fact that the fear is kept alive that 
their racial peculiarities and traditions 
are to jbe extirpated. That is not so. 
The kingdom of Prussia is composed of 
many races, who are proud of their for­
mer history and their individuality. This, 
however, does not prevent thèm fronà be­
ing first of all good Prussians. It should 
be the sàme here. Traditions and recol­
lections, may live in peace, but they be­
long to history, to the past. This day 
w© recognize only Prussians here, and 
I owe it to the labors of my forefathers 
to see that this province shall remain ir- 

vwcably bound to the Prussian mon­
archy and that it shall, however, be good 
Prussian and good German.”

STEEL AND COAL COMPANIES. ,

Meetings of Directors at Charlottetown 
—Gold Storage.

Charlottetown, P. B. I., Sept. 4.—The 
provincial government has entered into 
an agreement with Canadian and United 
States capitalists for the inauguration of 
a cold storage system throughout the 
island, the government guaranteeing 
bonds and granting exemption from tax­
ation. The company agrees to spend 
$50,000 the first year and $40,000 in 
wages annually for a period of 30 years.

over the property of tne Dominion Coal 
Company on the basis of eight per cent, 
dividend on the coal company’s capital 
of $20,000,000. A cheque for $1,200,000 
being the rental for the past nine 
months on this basis wats handed over 
to the coal company. The directors of 
the steel company declared a< dividend 
of 3% per cent, on the company’s pre­
ferred stock for the half year.
