A Singular Question.—A fresh and 

rather embarrassing subject has been pro­
vided for Convocation in England by a 
clergyman who seeks a recognition oT the 
legality of concubinage. The application 
appears to be perfectly bona fide, and is 
in the nature of an appeal from the Bishop 
of London, who declined to admit the 
lawfulness of the relations into which the 
applicant had entered, and virtually ex­
communicated him on account of them.— 
That the law of England recognizes no 
such tie would probably not be regarded 
by the petitioner as an adequate answer, 
for his case is stated with exclusive refer­
ence to the laws and canons of the Church.

the proposed fishery bounty is for them 
but the Halifax Chronicle is not at all 
satisfied over the matter and is as un­
thankful as the New Brunswick fishermen 
themselves are. It says:—Notwithstand­
ing the protests of our Local Legislature 
and the jumiiious explanations of Mr. 
Holmes, Sir Leonard Tilley refused three 
years ago to consider favorably the pro­
priety of giving bounties to fisherman out 
of the millions awarded to Canada at 
Halifax, or even of returning to the Pro­
vinces, in proportion as their interests 
were affected by the award, the moneys 
received and held by the Federal author­
ities. Apparently he has now changed 
his mind, though without pressure from 
the Provinces, and the sun\ of one hun­
dred and fifty thousand dollars appears 
in the estimates for fishing bounties. 
Unquestionably it will be voted. Whether 
it will be expended depends upon many 
contingencies. Whence has come this 
change of heart in the Minister of Finance ? 
Is it the result of brooding over the argu­
ments of Mr. Holmes, or of the feelings 
aw akened by the approach of a general 
election ? Of the latter we fear, much as 
we are disposed to admire every effort of 
our Local Premier.
