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Rykert was a liar, should now cite Rykert’s 
statements against other members of parlia­
ment; Turning now to the resolution itself, 
Sir Jfohn said that if it contained, one half 
what Cartwright had said in his speech the 
house would no doubt feel called npon to 
vote it down. However the members were 
not called upon to vote for the speech, but 
for the abstract principles contained in the 
resolution. The general principles were so 
sound that the minister of justice said that 
he was disposed to accept them. He would 
therefore not oppose the resolution.

Hon. Mr. Costigan said that as one minis­
ter who had received a testimonial he would 
briefly discuss the question, first observing 
that he was quite in favor of the motion.

Ho was ob< s- 
en as the representative of au element in the 
population. He was not free from faults, 
but he knew that he was free from tempta­
tion to try to make grain out of his influence 
as a minister. When a testimonial was 
given him he assumed it to come from fiitnds 
and from tho people he specially represented. 
Two years ago, and not till then, he learned 
the names of the subscribers. He proposed 
now to send a list to Sir Richard Cartwright, 
and invite^ the latter to take two friends of 
his own party and examine that list. If 
among the contributors the name of a single 
person could be found who could be assumed 
to have bencfitted by the subsequent in­
fluence of the minister in consequence of the 
gift, he would promise to recoup the money 
paid by him. He did not ask proof. Proof 
was difficult, but he would accept the opin­
ion of Sir Richard Cartwright and his friends 
as sufficient proof.

Hon. Mr. Chip!can took Mr. Laurier to 
task for quoting the Le Presse pamphlet 
against Sir Hector Langovin as conservative 
utterances. Mr. Laurier knew well that at 
this time Le Presse was a bitter and violent 
opponent of the government and that the 
pamphlet he quoted was the most bitter and 
venomous attack ever made on a public man 
or a government. This alleged conservative 
pamphlet was circulated among a riotous 
crowd which tried to mob him (Chapleau) at 
the famous Langevin meeting. The secre­
tary of state expressed the hope that the 
amendment would not be considered re­
troactive, for he had received some presents 
in his time and really could not say who 
contributed to them. Especially was this 
true of the present made him on the day of 
his marriage.

The amendment passed without opposi­
tion, and the house went into supply, tak­
ing up the railway estimates.

Puree $150The annual Convention of Northumberland 
County Sunday School Association was held 
in St. Andrew’s Hall, Chatham on the 13th 
inst. It is a matter of regret that this an­
nual gathering excites so little interest among 
the general membership of the Christian 
church. Notwithstanding the fact that the 
Rev. A. Lucas, Field Secretary of the Prov­
incial Sunday School Association, had 
laboured for two days in the out-lying 
parishes, endeavoring to arouse the public 
sentiment in regard to Sibbath school work, 
a very small number <f delegates from the 
outer parishes atte. ded the convention. 
Nor was the interest iu the town very great, 
as few beyond the pastors of the churches 
concerned themselves about the matter. In 
the afternoon session Rev. N. McKay sub­
mitted his report as statistical secretary of 
the County Association. Twenty-six echooli 
had reported, twenty of which are open 
throughout the whole year. One hundred 
and seventy-four teachers are employed in 
these schools and there are 1470 young 
people in attendance. As there are upwards 
of 5000 children attending the week day 
schools of the county, one half of whom are 
Protestants this showing is not very flatter­
ing to tho Sunday school workers of the 
County. But it is known that at least 
twelve schools exist from which no report is 
obtained the shoving is not quite so dis­
couraging. The greatest delinquency appear4 
in the parishes of Notheskand Southesk which 
have some twenty-four week day schools 
and only four Sunday schools. Luc is in ж 
telling address called attention to these 
facts.

This was followed by a discussion of the 
teachers work. (1) Preparing the lesson. 
(2) Teaching the lesson.

In the evening session, adresses were de­
livered by Prof. Clark of Brown University, 
Rhode Island, and by the Field Secretary, 
The former gentleman spoke of the spirit of 
work, the latter emphasized the spiritual 
need of tho county, and the duty of county 
officers. Calling their attention to the 
ability indicated by the faces before him, 
and also in other parts of the county, he 
urged them to train the young people for 
this work. Unless done promptly this 
could not be done at all, for the children 
and youth soon grow beyond their reach.

t side of the NoonTo the Editor of the Advance.
Sir—Many years ago, I proposed to Sir 

John Macdonald, that I should write the 
story of his life. He concurred, and I have 
since devoted a great deal of time and labor 
th the collection of the necessary material. 
In 1883, Mr. J. E. Collins published a book 
entitled The Life and Times of Sir John A. 
Macdonald. As soon as this came to my 
knowledge, I wrote to Sir John, who was 
then at Riviere du Loup, to ascertain to what 
degree, if any, it had been authorized by him, 
and what opinion ha bad formed of it. His 
reply was : “I don’t think it amounts to 
much ; I declined giving him any informa­
tion as I did not want to make myself in any 
way responsible for the book.” It has recent­
ly been announced in your columns, that Mr. 
Mercer Adam proposes re-issuing this work* 
with the addition of such new matter as will 
bring it down to date. The connection of the 
name of Mr. Mercer Adam with that of Sir 
John Macdonald strikes every one as a 
startling incongruity. What could be more 
inappropriate, than that tho life of the 
father of the National Policy should be 
written by the secretary of the Commercial 
Union Club? Sir John’s many friends in all 
parts of the Dominion fully realize this, and 
I have been frequently and strongly urged to 
at once publish my book. I have experi­
enced great reluctance to appear on the scene 
so soon after the late sad occurrences, for I 
have felt that what might be regarded as 
commendable enterprise on the part of a 
stranger would become indecent haste in the 
case of a relative, but the weight of opinion 
is so strongly against further delay that I am 
impelled to follow the views of my friends 
and present to the public the result of 12 
years’ labour and research. As bis hear con­
nection, it will not only be conceded that my 
heart has been in the work as no stranger’s 
could be expected to be, but that I have 
knowledge which outsiders could not possi­
bly have. Having a sincere belief in the 
wisdom of his policy and the purity of hie 
motives, I have striven to make these clear, 
without at the same time hurting the feel­
ings of any of those who may have disagreed 
with him. ’ I do not think it is illiberal for 

to add that I find it impossible to credit 
Mr. Adam with a profound belief in his own 
doctrines and at the same time the ability 
and desire to treat of Sir John Macdonald’s 
policy, acts and motives with fairness and 
impartiality, and that hie additions to a 
book which Sir John considered “did not 
amount to much” will fall far short of doing

Some of the most prominent iron found­
ers are introducing a new and simple 
practice in order to secure stronger castings, 
the method in question consisting in placing 
thin sheets of wrought iron in the centre of 
the mould previous to to the operation of 
casting. This method was first resorted to, 
it appears in the casting of thin plates for 

*the ovens of cooking stoves, it being found 
that a sheet of thin iron in the centre of a 
quarter-inch oven plate rendeied it prac­
tically unbreakable by the fire. This result 
has led to the process being now applied to 
the casting of large iron pipes, a core of 
sheet iron imparting additional strength 
and lessening the liability to any fracture. 
As an evidence of the additional strength 
capable of being imparted by this means, it 
is stated that a plate of iron one-fourth of an 
inch thick, cast with a perforated sheet of 
27-wire guage wrought iron in the centre,pos­
sessed six times the strength of a similar 
cast plate with no core ; the quarter inch 
plate had the strength of a plate one inch 
thick.
