The Adventists who,
despite ‘many 'disappointments which may
mcatcely bé comsidered unhappy, are still
‘waiting expectantly for the final day, find
amthority ' for- ‘their convictions in their
econstruction of  certain Bible passages,
The Millerites had a like foundation for
their expectations. The terror which con-
vulsed the people of the old world in the
“1000 had ‘a similar origin. Kindred
ophecies by astrologers and fortune-tell-
§ have claimed their devotees in almost

_every age and clime.

Here, however, is a scientist, a high au-
thority in scientific circles, and especially
in Germany ‘,who declares that the end
of the world is liable to come any day.
He does' not deal in .texts or dreams or
" ‘mystic lore. He bases his conclusions up-
fion facte, which, he asserts, have been
. absolutely, even mathematically, proved.
~ His remarkable statements, coming so
: ‘after ‘the terrible convulsions of Mont
‘ﬁé&, ‘possess not only a scientific value

“Ah, but you ought to be!” replies Dr.
Meyer; “as a matter of calculation it is
due almost any minute. When you are
ralking to your office, or eating your din-

ner, or lying asleep—at any time the ‘day
of wrath,” the period of universal con-
fusion, may start in. And about the many
ways in which your doom may overtake
you. Thus you will not only avoid base-
less scares, but you will acquire a whole-
€ome humility.

Man Has Grown Too Arrogant.

“From hig notion that he can conirol
‘all  the forces of nature, man WL
too arrogant. It is as well for him to face
a few facts and to contemplate all the pic-

meet death.”

Doctor Meyer has made a life study of
the certainty of death and the uncertain-
ty of life. “Death to our planet,” he de-
clares, “death to our entire solar system,
are inevitable. More—like the man
in the street, the solar universe or
the single planet may not wait for its
gradual extinction, its ‘natural’ death.
Healthy men are likely to die violent
deaths. 8o are apparently healthy plan-
ets. Almost anybody is ready to admit
that ‘it is impossible that the eolar sys-
tem ghould be infinite” But that sud-
den, violent destruction, universal, un-
prophesied, may overtake us and our world
at any hour.”

‘Here are some of the definite forms
which, according to Doctor Meyer, the
catastrophe may take:

‘ “First, there is the danger of flood. A
flood that would cover the entire sur-
face of the earth may be caused at any
time. Such a flood would mot have to be
8o very great an extension of the occur-
rence - described in Genesis. In fact all
peoples have prehistoric flood-traditions.

+ ‘, “Wither this points to one colossal dis-

aster in very early times, or else great
floods have been commoner than we have
guessed. Jf the end of the world should
be brought about by a flood-tomorrow, it
would probably be occasioned in some such
manner as the Krakatoa disaster in 1883,
when a eudden volcanic eruption tore up
the very bottom of the sea and for 50,000
persons the ‘end of the world’ came in
speedy and hormible fashion. Whole isl-

Danger in the Algerian Desert,

“If a volcanic disturbance did not cause
this catastrophe, there are a variety of
other agencies quite competent to do it.
To consider Europe alone, there is the
Algerian Sahara, as large as Germany,
30 yards below the sea level and eepara-
ted from the sea only by a narrow stretch
of shore. When may the waters not over-
flow this raft barrier and engulf a hemi-
sphere at least? Or how may e be sure
that any of the great rivers will not over-
flow, as did the great Hoangho, in
China, in 1887, forming the famous ‘yel-
low flood.” ”

If there is any one &0 obstinate as {o
doubt that a volcano could be powerful
enough to cause the spilling of oceans
upon continents and thus bring abouti the
end of the world, Doctor Meyer reminds
him that a flood could even more easily be
caused by the sudden precipitation, in an
ocean, of some disconnected fragment of
an ajlready disconnpeted mischieviomsly
darting through space. Millions of such
fragments fell upon the earth annually.It
would be absurd, he declares, to suppose
that there is nothing in size between the
harmless meteoritiee and the smallest
heavenly bodies. The mysterious law of
chance may be made to demonstrate that
such a body—and it need mot be so very
big a one either—will sooner or later come
in contact with us and accomplish our de-
struction if something else has not .done
it first.

However appalling the flood idea may
be, Doctor Meyer aesures us that a uni-
versal disaster caused by an earthquake
would be more horrible still. And earth-
quakes differ from voleanoes ia being
more insidious. The existence of a vol-
cano is suspicious even to ome who is
not anticipating a general day of doom.
An earthquake, on the contrary, gives no

where. Earthquakes are more likely, how-
ever, tgl oceur in connection with moun-
tain chiins, such as the Alps. That there

hint of its coming and may happen any- |

should be volecanoes in the vicinity is aot

easential. A sudden eplitting and yawning
of the earth’s surface,the swallowing with-
in giant rifts of whole nations or contin-
ents, would destroy all life with lightning
swiftness.

“Volcanoes, earthquakes and floods,”
Doctor Meyer explains, “come from the
inner forces of the earth. Yet what thesc
inner forces could at their strongest never
thoroughly accompligh cosmic forces could
achieve in an instant.

“For instance, the end of the world
might be caused by a falling star, if it
were big enough, or by the action of cos-
mic dust.

“Fancy the collision with our atmos-
phere of a colossal, fiery mass of rock
darting from some corner of space. What
would happen? First, thunder-storms on
a vaster scale than any human imagina-
tion ever conceived, infinitely more dis-
astrous and terrible than any typhoon.
A heavy rain, not of water drops, but of
jagged stones, would destiroy every living
thing.

“lehen would come a general earth-
quake that would in its {urn force the
oceans past their shores, drowning the
helpless continents. Even if this dis-
astrous visitor did not fall into the sea,
precipitating a flood directly, it weight
would so disturb the rotation of the
planet that flood would be invariable in
any case, while the molten lakes within
the earth’s crust would pour «out in fiery
torrents, contesting with the swollen wat-
ers in a heroic combat that might con-
ceivably last for centuries.

“There would be no day or night dur-
this duel of the elements- No light could
penetrate the dense masses of water
whichi these gigantic forces would hold
suspended in the air. New mountains
would develop’ and new volcanges, new
oceans and new continents, on this world
that would have changed ifs position in
space and on which, countless ‘years back.
the last pitiful remnant of our human
activity would have become extinct.”

This, Dootor Meyer assures his readers,
is mot an original conception on his part.
This same occurrence, he reclares, has be-

Prosecution in Upper Canada--Government
Department's Work a Warning to Grow.ers

Alex. McNeill, of Walkerville, inspec-
tor under the dominion fruit marks act,
was in the city yesterday on his way to
Ottawa after an official visit to Parkhill.
In the latter town he instituted a prosecu-
tion against A. K. Hodgins, an extensive
apple shipper, for wviolation of the act.
Mr. McNeill was in possession of reports
from dominion government inspecfors and
agents at no less than four points thou-
sands of miles apart—Nelson (B.C.),
Winnipeg, Montreal and Glasgow (Scot-
land), showing that in each instance ap-
ples shipped by Hodgins had mot com-

a higher grade than the quality. merited.
The mag'strate imposed the minimum fine
of 25 cents per barrel for 50 barrels, as
it seemed the breach of the law was due
more to neglect of careful oversight than
to wilful intention. -

QUARANTINED PARTY
AT HALIFAX NCLUDES
NUMBER OF NESTORIANS

They. Are of a Belief Somewhat
New to Canada.

Were Sent Out Here by an Assoclation in
England, and Others May Follow--Dr:
Ellis Gives Aid to Man Injured in Halifax
Hotel. .

Halifax, Jan. 9—(Special)—The pas:en-
gers of the steamer  Assyria, landed on
Lawlor's Island two or three days belore
Chiristmas owing to a case of smallpox on
board, have remained there ever since.
Tomorrow morning all showing no signs
of the discase will be forwarded to their
destinations. The Assyria’s passengers in-
clude .a party whose belief is somewhat
new to Canada, and they are bound for
the Northwest, where they arc being sent
by philanthropic people.

The party counsiste of what are known
as Nestorians, and they are being sent to
Canada by an association in. England,
which numbers among its members some

‘very prominent Eondon peop'e, including

the member of a wellknown banking firm
of Barclay. This association: intends de-
positing a sum of money with the domin-
jon government for the benefit of the Nes-
torians, shounld it be needed to prevent
them becoming a charge on the country.
The association also furnished funds .for
passage of the party to Canada, and it is
expected that if they like the country
and are satisfied wth the prospects num-
bers of their people will follow. -

The Nestorians are adherents of Nes-
torius, a patriarch of Constantinople, in
the fifth century. Ie was condemmed as
a heretic. They hold that it was for main-
taining the belief that divine and human
natures were not merged that Nestorius
was condemned as a heretie.

The party expect they will be met by
a gentleman from the upper previnces
with whom their English benefactors are
in correspondence and that he will con-
duct them to their new home.

DELEGATES WAIT ON
CABINET MIRISTERS,

Seek Aid of Department Heads to
Secure Better Sabbath Ob-
servance.

Would Prevent Sunday Newspapers Being
Brought Here from the States on the
Lord’s’ Day--Bring' Up Matters Affecting
Various of the Public Services.

Ottawa, Jan. 11.—(Special)—A dzlega-
tion from the association for the better ob-
eervance’ of the Lord’s day waited on a
number of the ministers of the crown yes-
terday. The- delegation comprised Rev.
J. G. Leaur, Toronto, field secretary, of
the association; Rev. Mr. Milne, Rev. Mr.
Lett, Rev. Mr. Ramsay, of Ottawa, and
P. M. Draper and D. J. O’Donohue of the
Dominion Trades and Labor Cougress.

They met Sir I'rederick Borden, Sir
William Mulock, Hon. Wmn. Paterson and
Hoen. James Sutherland. - They talked with
the ministers over what already had been
done and what yet might be done by the
different departments for the better cb-
servance of the Sabbath.

The delegates thanked the minister of
customs for his support and sympathy and
the action taken last year in stopping
Sunday excursions from the border states
to Canada during the summer season.

They asked that the government inter-
fere to prevent Sunday newspapers arriv-
ing in parcels from the United States on
the Lord’s day.

The delegation had no complaint to lay
before the minister of public works since
he took charge of the department, but
they pointed out some things which had
been done previous to that time and asck-
ed that they be not repeated.

In their interview with Sir Freuerick
Borden the delegates said in some in-
stances gifle practice was being carried on
on the Sabbath.

They requested that this as well as the
marching of regiments to camping grounds
on Sunday.be stopped. They cited a case
cf this kind near Ottawa last summer.

In  their interview with Sir William
Mulock they asked him to prevent the un-
necessary opening of post offices through-
out the dominion on the Sabbdth.

General of National Guard on
Stand to Show the Extent of
Lawlessness — His ‘‘ Shoot
to Kill” Order Was Meant,
Every Word of It. "

Philadelphia, Jan. 9—After occupying
eight days during which time they nre-
sented about 150 witnesses, the noa-union
men clesed their case today before the
coal strike commisison. The coal com-
Panies will open their case tomorrow.
The principal witness before the commis-
8lon today was the licutenant governor,
Jd. P 8 Gobin,, senior brigadier general
of the National Guard of Pennslyvania.
,Ge!leral Gobin was in command of the
Third Brigade during the time the troops
were on duty in the hard coal fields, e
was on duty from July 30 amtil
about November 1 or 2. ¥From his-obser-
vations and from reports made to him
by his officers, it was his opinion that
an “excited state of Jawlessmess” existed
in the regions, that disturbances were
numerous, that the presence of the troops
was absolutely necessary to preserve law
and order and that it was difficult to
maintain the law even after all the
troops in the state had been placed in
the disturbed territory. .

After his entire brigade had been called
out the general said the situation became
extremely scrious in certain parts and be
feared he cou.d not cope with the situa-
tion if it grew worse. He so informed the
governor. The now famous “shoot to kili”
order, issued by him after 'his soldicrs
had been attacked by stones, was touched
upon by Mr. Barrow. The general said it
meant every word it said and that the
issuance of the order-had a most salutary
effect upon the communities which h's
soldiers guarded. It had such a good
effect that it was mnot mecessary to fire
one shot. The order, he further said,
did not include the shooting of women
and children.  There waeg considerable
cross fire between Mr. Darrow and the
general over the right of a sentry to fire
upon a man skulking around the camp of
soldiers after dark. The witness finally
gave it as his judgment that a sentry has a
right to shoot in guarding the men in
camp.
