Oscar—a choiee
Evans, the second fnate, they proceeded
to the cabin in which slepi Ciptain
Cannaughton, his wife, and their three
children. The kuocking on the door
awakened the Captaln, who sprang
from his berth and asked who was out-
side. . One of the pirates answered that
the Harbor Police were aboard, and or-
dered the Captain to open the door. As
he did not eomply they fired upon him,
wotnding him in the upper part of the
right leg. The door was burst in, and
five masked pirates with revolvers enter-
ed. They demanded the $4,000
aboard and also all the jewelry.

On depart.lng
the pirates admonished their victims not
to make any outcries on the pain of
death.  They all departed in one boat
and were soon lost in the darkness. Mrs.
Cannaughton released he husband and
bandaged his leg, and then released the
other victims. Robinson and Evans went
to the New street police station yester-
day and told the story to Sergt. Gastlia,
