Feeding Pigs.

The following remarks oun the feeding
and management of pige, from a correspon-
dent of the London Agriculiural Gazette,
contains many valuable suggestions; and
although a part of them may be a hule out
of date st 1he preeent time, yet others are
preciseiy in season, and a!l of them may be
profitably remembered. For the information
of some of our readers, we may merely re-
mark that * greave cakes,’” are made [-om the
refuse of caudle factories, consisting of the
sediment of the melied tallow ; and * poll-
ard” is the substance commonly known as
Sfine middlings or corvell :—

P.gs are very gross feeders; nothing
comes amiss 10 a greedy hog—roots, herbs,
fran, grain, flesh, fish, and even hay, straw,
and fresh manure. In ihe fold-yard and fal-
low ficlds he 1s a very useful fellow,; but in
grazing lands he does injary by rooting, by
pulling up grass roots, and by his dung
proving nauseous to other stock. He is
very soon affecied by change either of food
or weather, Frozen swill und puinified flesh
javery pernicious. Night air aud cold rains
are the great cause of every 1ll suflered by
young pigs ; sour milk, buttermilk, or bran
mixed with water, will make them scour;
but steamed roote, mixed with mmeal, whey,
or even water, given warm and in warm
sties, will muke them thrive faster than any
other ammal. Raw potatoes or other roows
are injurious 10 them, while old pigs will
get tat upon such food. Pigs should not be
put togeiher for famng in oo great num-
bers. Few feeders take a physiological
view of 1Le subject; nevertheless, they most-
Jy adopt the principles,

with the beat. If animals will not eat it
voluntarily, cut it up fine and mnx it with
potatoes or meal,

Feed all animals regularly. They not
only look for their food at the usual time,
but the stomach indicates the want at the
stated period. Therefore feed morning,
noon and evening, as near the same time as
possible,

Guard against the wide and injurions ex-
tremes of sanating with excess and starving
with want, Food should be of a suitable
quality, and proportioned to the growth, and
fattening of ammals 10 their production in
young, and milk, and to their labour or ex-
ercise. Animalsthat labour need far more
food, and that which 1s far more nutritious,
than those that are idle.

In dry time, xee that the animals have a
good supply of pure water. When the foun-
tains are low they drink the drainings of
fountains, streams, and passages of water
which are unwhulesome.
